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BARRIERS TO CHRISTHOOD
I want you to look with me in this passage to 1st Corinthians 2:9-16, in which Paul says:
 “But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.”  There is an instant separation between the man of earth whose eye cannot see the things or hear nor can his ear hear the things that have been prepared for him by God.  Only those who love God.  And so the loving of God is brought out instantly as the prerequisite to hearing what is in the finished kingdom of God to hearing the thoughts of God, to hearing the voice of God and to seeing in your life the things of God.  And so he is going to have to tell us more about what loving God really means because I am certain that we all wish to hear and see the things that God has prepared for us.
“But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God.”  Now we know that in order to see and hear that which is invisible and unheard we must have a spiritual eye and a spiritual ear because only in Spirit are they revealed.

“For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God.”  We as human beings do not know the Spirit of God within us and only the Spirit of God within us knows who and what we are here to do.  So Paul is forcing us to a loosing of the personal sense of self that we may open our inner eyes and develop that mind which was in Christ Jesus, that we may know, see, experience the things of God.
“Now we have received, (speaking of himself) not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God.”

“Which things also we speak, not in the words which man’s wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.”

“But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.”

“But he that is spiritual judgeth all things, yet he himself is judged of no man.”  In your spiritual judgment, judgment is made by the spirit within you.  Being omniscient it judgeth, it knoweth all things.  And finally:
“For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we have the mind of Christ.”  

And so Paul is telling us about Christ Consciousness which is aware of, conscious of, the invisible finished kingdom of God on earth.  Suppose we were in Paul’s class now and after this preface he has gone just a step further: (I Corn. 3:1-2)
“Now I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes in Christ.”  That is the condition he found his students in.  
“I have fed you with milk, and not with meat: for hitherto ye were not able to bear it, neither yet now are ye able.”  Now we have passed the point, which Paul is describing here to his students that they have not passed the point yet where he can speak to them of the meat.  You still have to stay with the milk.  And you would think, of course, that we have every right to feel at this point that we can go with the meat, and go past the milk because we have had the advantage of Paul’s teaching.  We have had the advantage of more incarnations behind us.  We have had the advantage of the Joel consciousness lifting the earth.  We have had the advantage of the Jesus Christ consciousness lifting the earth.  And so today if we are still in the milk we are in the wrong class.  We are not going to gain anything together.  We are here for the meat.  And the meat must be a realization of reality.  There really is no place for any pretense in this work at this level.  There is no place for you and I to be using words that we do not understand.  And there is no reason why at any time we should flinch from truth whether we agree with it or not or even like it or not.  

So today is the daying for the meat.  You might call it a message of the absolute.  Now you know the Infinite Way is not an absolute teaching for this reason: The absolute is the one you come into the experience and not the letter, not the word, not the intellectual idea, not even the principles but the experience of the Presence of God.  And so again I repeat, today is a day for the absolute—to experience the presence of God is the meat.  And to do it, we must take away many of the veils which we in some form or another permit to remain, not because we want them to remain but because in us is the tempter disguising himself as good, giving us the false persuasion, leading us always to a point where we cannot differentiate between what is and what is not.  These veils we must strip.  And sometimes it would appear ruthless to do so but you must always stand on the unyielding principle of truth.  Nothing else can be acceptable to one who is seeking the Christ Consciousness.  
So the first truth we look at is what is stopping me.  What is the great barrier that stands between me and Christ Consciousness?  Is there one or ten or five and what are they?  One of the great barriers which all of us encounter is that we are not ashamed to be called good, but we are ashamed to be called bad.  If someone says you are a bad person, your back goes up; if someone says you are a good person, you smile.  
“Why calls thou me good said Jesus.  There is none good but the Father.”  Now this for us is a revolutionary thing to do: to not wish to be called good.  But is that really what he is saying, or is this the great principle of impersonalization which Joel gave us?  What is he revealing when he rejects being called good?  And here you will find the great barrier to Christ Consciousness, which is in all who study their way to spiritual knowledge.  There is a person out there who wants to become spiritual.  There is a person who wants to draw the Spirit of God to himself and release it in himself so that it may do the will and the power of God in him.  And in trying to do this, he has not established the principle that: only God exists.  Even Jesus had to step aside.  You cannot call me good because if I look at you, you will be personalizing the Christ.  You will be seeing a human form and putting a label on it called good.  And Jesus was saying, “I don’t want you to see a human form called good or a human form called bad, I want you to see the Invisible Christ that I am.”  So there you have your first and possibly the greatest barrier that we all face.  We have not come to the point of accepting the invisible Christ as the revelation, which he brought forth.  I the Invisible Christ stand before you.  You cannot call me bad and you cannot call me good—for if you do, you are speaking from your humanhood.  When you are speaking from your Invisible Christ you will not say a word.  You will simply know there is One Self and it is I.  This is the revelation there is only one good because God is the only Self.   

Now you may accept this then and say what do I do next?  Now we have to look out.  We have to see that this is the Truth of John, Mary, Fred, Harry, Rosalie, everyone we know and see is Invisible God-Self.  And therefore we have to translate this world into the Invisible Christ.  We have to look out at the faces and the forms, but we have to get on our toes and speak to the Invisible Christ.  The barrier here is that we are caught napping (asleep), not on the high watch, chaff-footed; not ready and able to look out and look passed and through the forms.
Now you will find this takes quite a bit of practice to look through the forms; to redeem every form, pronounce this world as the Invisible Christ; to live in his name.  And the only way you can live in his name is to accept Invisible Christ as your being, be God-centered, Christ-centered and then let your Christ-center interpret the Invisible Christ of the universe through you.  
And so we are looking out now, not from human eyes but from our Christ-center and there are the same forms and faces that always were there, the same animosities, the same lacks, the same limitations, and the same jealousies.  But we are saying to ourselves is reality here.  And the answer must come: God is here and God is reality, therefore, reality is here.  Is truth here, yes, God is here and God is truth so truth is here.  If truth and reality are here can their opposites also be here?  Can there be any opposite here with God?  No, only God is here, only truth is here, only reality is here.  And therefore we accept that where God is, where reality is, where truth is nothing of an opposite nature is.  And now we are separating the visible from invisible.  In our consciousness we are accepting that invisible reality is here.  Invisible truth is here.  Invisible God is here.  And nowhere can they go because, God being infinite, God being omnipresent, all reality and truth is ever invisibly present.  

Now we are into one cause—God is the only cause.  What can God cause except that which is of God?  And all that is of God is perfect.  Therefore the perfect cause can only cause the perfect effect.  The visible effects are not the perfect effect, therefore, God effect, God cause must be invisible.  Cause is here and effect is here; cause is here and manifestation is here—but they are invisible.  They are the one perfect cause and the one perfect effect here invisible as reality.  We have the invisible kingdom of God as reality; already prepared from the foundations of the world is an invisible finished kingdom of reality and truth manifesting now here invisibly—perfectly—for cause and effect must be one in Spirit.  We are revealing our universe; we are looking not to the visible but to the invisible we are sowing only to the Spirit.  We are resting in the statement, “that by their deeds ye shall know them.”  And we are not going to be content merely to speak truth or to hear truth but we are now living in the active awareness of the Presence of God.  Here invisibly is both cause and effect.  Here invisibly is the perfect manifested kingdom of God.  And I must live by that knowledge.  

I must now act with the knowledge that the invisible is the presence and reality of God.  And because the visible is not the presence and reality of God I must translate the visible; I must transcend the visible; I must live right through the visible as if it were not there.  I must sow not to the visible but to the invisible reality.  I must see no evil.  I must look right through the visible appearance because the conclusion that must be reached is that if God is invisible and the kingdom of God is invisible and all spiritual manifestation is invisible, if reality and truth are invisible, if Christ is invisible; then these visible forms cannot be the reality of God.  And I cannot speak to the unreality of God.  There is nothing I can say to the unreality that does not bring me into a state of non-reality.  I cannot speak to a human form and pretend to myself that I am doing commerce with reality.  I must accept the revelation that there is none good but the Father.  Which means that there is no reality except in the Father.  And therefore the visible human being is not reality.  

Now this is a very difficult lesson because it is the meat and not the milk.  We have no human race with whom we can do business.  And the longer you keep a human race in survival in your consciousness the longer you are dealing with that which has no existence in God.  You are dealing with matter.  You are dealing with the belief that there is life in matter.  You are dealing with an image, which is not the divine image.  And so you must translate this image in your consciousness into what it is.  And you voice, your direction, your attitude, your purpose, your complete relationship with that which stands before you must be on a different level than the human mind has permitted you to do it.  You must address the Invisible Christ where the form appears in spite of the fact that the form is showing forth nothing of the Christ.  Silently you address the world with peace.  Silently you address the individual with love.  Silently you recognize the invisible intelligence and truth and reality of God where the form appears.  And you must practice this again and again and again.  

You may have left your gift at the altar.  You may have left the altar to go and make peace with your fellow man and you may have come back to the altar to present your gift.  And you may find you still do not present it; you may have to go back gain.  You may have to go back seventy times seven times, until you have neither enemy nor friend who is a human being; until the only one you know is the Christ; the only one you accept is the Christ.  And that means you almost have to wear two-faces.  The one that smiles and the one that says yes when it means no; the one that turns the other cheek; the one that gives it coat when its vest has been stolen; the one that doesn’t fight an eye for an eye—all because you cannot acknowledge a material presence.  You can only acknowledge an Invisible Christ and that is where you are sowing because it is your desire to reap Christ Consciousness you must sow to the Christ.  You must be conscious of the Christ to be in Christ Consciousness.  

The optimists are thinking we can be in Christ Consciousness without constantly being conscious of the Christ—must be revealed.  This is the barrier.  We cannot have Christ Consciousness unless we are practicing the consciousness of the Christ.  Unless you are looking through what you see in form, size, weight and density; through a face filled with hate, unable to smile and say; neither do I condemn thee right now I am taking you into paradise.  I am seeing you as you are.  Right now I am redeeming the appearance.  Right now I am saying I do not accept the lie, the hate, the cheating, the adultery, the force, the power, the lust; none of this is you.  And I say it not out of the goodness of my heart, not out of being a do-gooder, not out of being holier than thou art; but out of the simple fact that all that exists on this earth is He alone who is good.  There is no other.  I cannot call you evil but neither can I call you good for there is none good but the One Self that is God, the invisible presence that stands before all of us.  And then you are resting in the one infinite invisible Self.  There is a surrender.  You are standing on the unyielding principle—the One Divine Self.   

And the appearance is meaningless.  You are seeing that the ocean and the wave are one.  The wave poses (rises?) out of the ocean and submerges and comes up again but now it is a different wave, it is not the same one that went down.  And then it goes up and down again and its another wave but always it is taking its substance from that one ocean.  And always it is the ocean expressing itself as a wave.  I and thee and thou and me! I and the Father and the Father and me—one.  I must accept this for my self and then I must accept it for my neighbor.  One infinite invisible Christ and now I have the realization of the One in which I can rest for there is no other power now—no power to be recognized except the One Invisible Power, the One Father.  The One Infinite Father is the Father without and the Father within.  The ocean and the wave!  The Father without, the infinite Father, is also the Father within me as the Infinite Self expressing.  That is my name.  The Father within you is the infinite Self expressing.  And the Father within each one all added up is the Infinite Father.  The one ocean expressing as the infinite selfhood’s that appear on this earth.  And this we accept because we are sowing: to the Spirit, to the Invisible Truth, to the Invisible Reality.  We are resting in Invisible Oneness.  

What are these invisible forms then?  In this invisible resting know that the visible forms are not there.  They are not there.  That which is not the Father cannot be here.  But this is quite a bit of meat.  Because once there is something in you that can feel that the visible forms cannot be here, you will be finding the invisible Self that is here.  Once the shock of a finite visible form not being passes, the truth is revealed.  The Infinite Self must be here.  The Infinite Christ is my name is not a visible form.  How would I know this Invisible Christ?  You cannot know it with this human mind.  That is what Paul told his students, “The natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit.” But have ye not that mind that was in Christ Jesus?”  
And so we are now finding that there is thought all around us.  Thought we haven’t been aware of.  Thought floating through the air, divine thought.  And Jesus made a great discovery—this divine thought flowing through the air contains the will of God.  And unless you are receiving this divine thought you do not have the will of God in you expressing.  So you learn to listen.  You learn to rely, to listen, to accept, and to enter.  You begin to live in your invisible Selfhood.  You drop all of these personal claims of the outer person.  You learn that evil is very deceptive.  You learn that evil will disguise itself as good.  Evil will tell you good health is what you want, comfort is what you want.  And you won’t recognize that as the voice of evil.  Because it is telling you to build a better material selfhood! It is telling you to be anchored in matter.  It is telling you to forget the invisible for one reason: if you discover the invisible like Jesus did, if you learn to live in it and find yourself, you will discover there is a kingdom where evil has no existence and you have been walking in it.  A kingdom where disease is unknown—right here on earth!  A kingdom where death is impossible because it is the kingdom of life!  

The infinite invisible is present and here now and was completed before the world began.  It is ours for the asking, for the acceptance.  “By their deeds ye shall know them.”  And these deeds must be deeds based upon the acceptance of the invisible.  To watch (walk?) in the visible conscious that the invisible is present is real, is true, is perfect and is the only reality is translating everything into Christ.  And on these facts you can base your total life activity.  When you can act in such a manner that you have accepted the invisible perfection of God where you stand, then by your deeds the world will know that you have attained spiritual consciousness.  But if your acts are based upon your five-sense perceptions, then these acts will not be in accordance with the Word of God.  

And so the great barrier is the Invisible Christ walking unnoticed in your midst within you and around you.  And the fear and doubts and lacks and limitations that appear on this earth represent the degree to which each of us has not accepted our identity as that Invisible Christ.  We are still trying to analyze it, although we have been told “The natural mind receiveth not.”  We are still trying to live by logic, by reason; when all Spirit is saying, live by intuition, live by faith, live above the logic and the reason; live by inspiration, live by acceptance of what you cannot see because what you cannot see is God.  

Father’s day is a good time to accept the father as the Father within.  The substance of being of all-being regardless of its physical appearance in the outer.  And this acceptance is the sword of truth.  The sword that Jesus would ever use—the sword of truth!  The inner realization that unless I am this which I have been taught by Christ, I am nothing.  There is no life outside of Christhood.  There is no life outside of the Infinite Invisible.  There is no life in matter.  There is no life where good and evil appear.  These are the signs of non-life.  The worshipping of God then is the acceptance of Sonship to God.  A sonship that can never be lived in the physical form! 

When you have rested letting the mind relax and have received divine thought, that divine thought will externalize itself as divine activity.  You will find that divine thought being omnipotent it will show forth as the activity of omnipotence.  And that is how you bring heaven to earth.  But where is heaven?  It isn’t up there—heaven is where God is and God is here.  Heaven is where Christ is and Christ is here.  Heaven is where Spirit is and Spirit is here.  Then heaven is here.  And then heaven and earth must be one.  Here and now.  The heaven, which is heaven to the physical mind, is invisibly present and this is what we are walking in.  To know that heaven on earth is here now is to know that heaven and earth are one.  And to accept that one so that you are not striving to find or reach or attain, you are in the great I Am.  Here now is heaven, here now is Christ, here now is God, and here now is Spirit.  

Where am I?  I am that Spirit.  That is my name.  But if I am that Spirit am I not also the physical form?  And the answer is no.  And that is where I cross over from belief into acceptance of truth.  The physical form is the world’s concept of the invisible Christ.  And as long as I am the physical form I am denying the Christ.  I am denying spiritual identity.  As long as you are the form, I am denying your spiritual identity.  As long as anyone on this earth is the form, I am denying their spiritual identity.  I am dividing the garment of Christ.  And as I measure out this unto another it is kneaded unto me.  I sentence myself.  Because the eye that recognizes the form and not the Christ is a human eye, separate and apart from the reality of Self.  

Now this is truly a high watch.  One minute you can be out of this if you are not consciously without ceasing remembering to acknowledge the presence of God in all things and only the presence of God which makes it possible to see that the presence of God is there alone that which you are seeing is not there.  We can’t talk this way except to those who are ready for the meat.  Now you would have shriveled up five or ten years ago if you were to hear about an invisible Self and that the visible self isn’t there. And right now there is some who find it difficult to swallow.  But swallow it someday we will.  The sooner the better!  

You must sow to the Spirit.  And wherever your eyes go there is no Spirit that you can see.  Wherever your hands touch there is no Spirit you can touch.  How then can you sow to it?  By the acceptance of it in your consciousness!  You cannot do this with your mind.  Your mind cannot accept the Spirit.  Your mind can say, all day long I accept the Spirit but it cannot do it.  Only if your deeds show forth your spiritual knowledge has there been an acceptance within your consciousness.  If your deeds are not showing forth the understanding the invisible nature of life, you have had a mental acceptance that took root.  And you will keep looking for barriers to Christ Consciousness and that which is looking for the barriers is the barrier.  That mind which is looking for the barriers is the barrier.  It will not surrender.  It is perpetuating itself at the expense of finding the Christ-Self.  It will not deflate its ego.  It is still the tempter saying to God tell me, prove it, jump off a cliff; pay my rent five days before it is due and I will believe you God.  And that mind, that tempter isn’t going to get anywhere.  It is just going to keep hypnotizing you.  God isn’t going to respond to it.  God’s kingdom is finished, done, perfect, established here waiting for your acceptance and the evil tempter which comes forth as the human mind is not about to let you accept that kingdom without putting up a good stiff fight for another ten thousand years.  It wants to live.  

Now do you know why evil appears?  It only appears because good is present.  Do you know why hate appears?  It only appears because love is present.  A lie appears because truth is present.  All of the negatives of this world only appear because the positive is present.  Wherever the negative appears it is because the positive is there.  The negative always appears to demolish the positive.  It couldn’t appear if the positive weren’t there.  There could be no hate on earth if love did not exist.  There could be no lie on earth if truth did not exist.  There could never be peace on earth except that war shows that peace is here.  

When you are told “good will to man, peace on earth” it means something quite different than we have thought.  The peace that is going to be on earth is already here.  It was my peace; “my peace I give unto you.”  One?, that was said two thousand years ago.  It was said two thousand years before that.  It has been spoken for thousand and thousands for centuries but there were no ears to hear it.  The peace that God gives is God’s own self as your self.  The good will to men isn’t that you feel nice or kindly to somebody; the only good will there is, is the will of God just like there is none good but the Father.  There is no good will but the good will of the Father.  And unless the good will of the Father is in you, there is no good will toward man.  The will of the Father in you is the only good will.  And only the Christ has the will of the Father expressing.  All this talk of good will toward man has not shown us anything.  You don’t see any good will; you see just the opposite.  You don’t see any peace; you see just the opposite.  Why?  Because you do not see the Christ where there is peace and where there is good will.

The turning from asking the Father to give me some proof happens when you see how ridiculous that attitude was.  A mortal being with no reality saying God prove something to me.  Even these mortal eyes can see all the proof it wants in the order of the heavens, in the order of the oceans, in the order of the animal and vegetable kingdoms and the mineral kingdoms.  In the incredible imitation body of man you can see the hand of something far greater.  In all of the counterfeit universe looking through it you see the order of the perfect mind.  Wherever man’s hand cannot touch you can see that order.  Wherever there is no human to manipulate, to destroy you can see the order of God.  And even that which appears perfect is only our concept of it—it is still greater.  The evidence is all around us.  The mere fact that you are here is all the evidence you need.  And there comes a point where we are ashamed to seek evidence—totally ashamed because it is nothing more than a sign of our absolute stupidity to seek evidence of God.  To seek evidence that something created a universe.  

To seek evidence that perfection is here when the greatest evidence of all is the Bible in your hands which has survived atrocity, inhumanity, war after war, blood after blood and yet it is in your hands and it is available.  What protected it?  What brought it to your home?  What brought it in front of your eyes?  That is all the evidence you ever needed.  They, most of us, have passed the need for evidence.  We are at that point or we are saying, forgive me Father for my stupidities, for my insistence on being that which you did not create.  Forgive me for mortality.  It isn’t long before that inner-self is saying, Son there is no need for me to forgive you all I know of you is the reality, the Christ, the Self, the True Being.  All thy sins are forgiven thee, my peace I give unto you forever.  All that I have is thine.  It is here, it is finished, it is ready, and it is available.  All you have to do is accept it.  Open the Soul and let the Christ enter.  Let that Mystical Marriage take place.  And from it will be born Christ Consciousness.  From it will be born the awareness that I have never left you.  Thou are ever with me for we are the ocean and the wave.  We are the One Self.  We are the one substance.  Don’t waste away our day or out there while you were looking for proof.  Proof has appeared in the form of Jesus the Christ, Paul, Nanak, Krishna, Buddha, and Shankara.  Proof has appeared every time a new child has been born if you but can see what is there.  Every time a blade of grass grows taller you are seeing consciousness unfold.  Open your inner eye.  Discover your Self, It has all the proof you want.

And then we rest, we accept, we have no need of proof because I am.  I am the proof.  All the proof I ever needed, I am.  And in my silence the grace of the Father says, “in all things my grace is thy sufficiency.”  There is nothing to be withheld.  There is nothing lacking it is all here now in you.  Be still, listen, wait, recognize, and know, let your deeds show forth; it is my will in them and your deeds will show forth the treasures of the kingdom on earth.  My will in you is the secret.  My will in you is the power.  And without my will in you, you can do nothing for there is no you until my will has entered into you.  All of our work on this plane is to wait for the will of the Father to make itself known that we may obey it.  That we may walk forth as the child of the Father expressing that will, that glory.  Manifesting the invisible finished kingdom on earth.  Why so many of you are doing it and have done it in so many small ways it is really a wonder that we are still in bondage to the flesh.  When you rest in the One Infinite Self, you find power, it doesn’t take long, you must rest in the One Infinite Self, not in my Christ, the one Infinite Christ functioning everywhere, now.  And you merely wait, there is nothing to stop the power of that Christ functioning, expressing through one who is accepting it by silence, by not seeking any more proof, by not questioning, by not trying to live by human logic and resting in inspiration—acceptance, total understanding that the Father here now and there now and everywhere now is all that is present everywhere.  And in thee I rest.  I accept Christhood.  I accept divinity for all—the One Infinite Self here now.  And now we walk in the finished kingdom.  We know we are in it.  We believe we are in it.  We accept that we are in it and what is our deepest inner most conviction will manifest in the flesh.  We fool nobody when we accept God within we demonstrate God without.  When we are still looking, demanding seeking and not accepting, we cannot show forth God without we can only show forth the limited human belief.  In selflessness Self is realized.

One Father, One Self, One present kingdom without opposite and in it walks the eternal Christ which I am.

For that is our beginning for Father’s day.  We are going to rest a moment or two after this Silence and then we will see in our second half that all that we have been doing is done by Jesus in the Wilderness Forty Days knowing the truth about himself, about God, about life, about being, about Spirit, about man.  Forty days so that he could walk forth and demonstrate the presence of God on earth.  Let’s rest for just a moment.

One Self is our theme today and see if you can hold it within you.  It will enable you to relive with Jesus his temptations.  End of side A.
FORTY DAYS IN THE WILDERNESS
Some of the questions that we may ask ourselves today are going to be rather challenging; but we are moving into a different level or our consciousness now and like Lot’s wife we have no intention of turning into a pillar of salt.  And so we look up ahead without turning back.  And we see back there, if we turn, a model self that is quite different than the one we are today.  The world is still seeking its god.  And even in high places the world is still seeking its god.  And many who have thought that they had a fairly good understanding god are coming face to face with the fact that there is no such thing as an understanding of God.  Your understanding melts like butter when you are faced with the problems of this world.  You will find it wasn’t understanding, it was merely like a parrot like acceptance of world opinions about God.  This abstract god isn’t there at a moment you need that god.  

Now if there were not such conditions in the world as this we might not never have to come face to face with our own God realization.  But when you say to yourself, “why would God create a man and then send him off to war to kill other men also created by God.”  You begin to sense something is wrong in the world’s concept of what God is.  Why would God tell man and woman to multiply and then permit women to die in childbirth?  What is wrong in the picture there?  We see many conflicts in the picture of God with which we grew up.  

Why would God say, “thou shalt not kill” and still not take away the power to kill?  Why would God create atoms that can destroy the world?  And always we come face to face with questions that religion cannot answer and science cannot answer.  And these are the two big areas where humans learn to rely—if religion doesn’t know it, science knows it or vice versa.  We can feed question unendingly to both that they cannot answer.  At one time science said that matter was indestructible; now science has reversed itself and say, oh, matter is not only indestructible its atoms and they change into something else.  Even dear old reliable science is blind.  

And when we go to our understanding of God and we still cannot reconcile certain factors.  You reach the age of sixty-five and somehow you find it almost impossible to go to that office the next day until lo and behold you simply cannot.  But you are not ready financially to accept this.  You way of life would have to be drastically altered.  And so on one hand you are a student of God, a student of Truth but on the other you are so fearful that you can’t get out of bed in the morning.  

There comes a time when even our so-called advanced concept of God breaks down.  We find we have never believed what we thought we believed.  We are not ready to put that belief to the test.  And as I see this in those who come within my consciousness from time to time, it becomes more clear every day that the real Christ teaching is only for a few at a time.  One of the most difficult questions to answer is when, when did Christ become your mother.  When did Christ become your mother’s form?  When did God become your mother’s form?  And as you think back, you may find no time that you can really say God became my mother’s form.  But God is all and what was this form you called mother?  And that is a question which we would not like to ask religion or science today because we know there would be no answer.  Very few would dare to answer the question.  

Jesus had too.  He had too; somebody had to break the ice.  “Woman what have I to do with thee.”  Pretty strong words to a man of thirty to his own mother.  But now was the beginning of the demonstration of the dehypnotizing of the human mind.  Now was beginning Christianity as lived by the Christ not in the minds of men?  Woman what have I to do with thee?  The law says you are my mother.  When did God ever become your form?  And you see at this point He had to establish that which is born of matter must die.  And he was about to prove that there is no death—there is no death; and therefore, that which begins must end and he had to show there was no birth.  He had to show why there was no birth.  Because the material form called mother was never the Christ of God.  And only the Christ of God is reality.  And so we go back, retrace our path and in Spirit we come to the conclusion, “woman what have I to do with thee,” we are in the hardest part of the teaching.  We are in the renunciation of material birth.  But you see reality endures, matter dies.  Which are you: that which endures or that which dies.  And so the Christian teaching is you are that which endures.  You are that which was not born.  

Now you must go a step further.  And you will see that because there was no Christ form there to give birth to you, you were not born.  But not having been born is only part of it.  When did Christ vision become your vision?  When can you say you looked out with the eye of the Christ and saw the kingdom of God and nothing else?  The form that wasn’t born is made of organs that never happened, and the senses that never happened of eyes that cannot see and ear that cannot hear.  And this is true of other forms around you; forms that were never born that but speak sounds that you hear and acknowledge.  Sounds that cannot be unless you are lifted into the next dimension of awareness!  

Now there were six dimensions of consciousness all terminating in the seventh.  That is why you have the seven days of creation.  The six dimensions of consciousness leading to the seventh!  We are only making the turn now from the third to the fourth.  And so at this point of turning we are really babes in Christ—little toddlers.  You must not expect too much of yourself at this point.  If you can gently make the turn recognizing the Christ Self which is not in the form which is unencumbered and not expect yourself to suddenly become radiant free of all cares; but to know that this turn, this beginning in the true Christ Spirit is the difference between saying I believe or I understand that I am of spiritual nature and instead saying, I am the living Spirit now.  
We are not to make a conversion from one thing to another.  We are not to be human beings and become spiritualized.  We are to realize that we never were less than the Spirit.  And just as Jesus was able to realize that Spirit could never be born of flesh we too become babes in Christ when we realize that I Spirit could never be born of the flesh.  I Spirit could never be a physical body, a physical organism, with physical organs and physical senses.  And so the form became but a possession, a temporary vehicle through which we function while we slowly accept the spiritual nature of life.  And because this form is but a temporary vehicle we are told to transform.  And the transformation of from begins with the transformation of consciousness. 

Now with these things in mind without straining to be something that your realization hasn’t yet reached, merely accepting your self to be the Spirit take a look at the miracles and you will see that they begin to reveal three facets that you haven’t thought of, even in the many times that you have studied them.  Jesus having realized that he was Spirit not born of flesh, that Christ never became his mother and Christ never became himself.  Christ always was his mother.  Christ always was his Self.  Christ was the One Self and there was no other.  It became material form and this he was now trying to reveal.  

Now his transformation is already complete.  His transformation is complete before the ministry.  And now all that stands there is that which it appeared to be Jesus transformed knowing Itself to be the Christ.  And that explains to us the unexplainables about the miracles.  Now we have a Christ invisible appearing to men as a Jesus visible.  And this Christ invisible is going to say, I, I, I.  And the world is going to mistake that for Jesus, Jesus, Jesus, and it means I, the invisible Christ which is the invisible Christ of your own being.  And now this transformed Jesus which is now the Christ realized begins the ministry with a changing of wine to water or of water to wine.  And you see that in addition to a teaching about the non-reality of matter, he is giving us a fast summary of what has just happened to himself.  He was Jesus; he is now Christ.  He always was Christ but he thought he was Jesus.  Now he knows he is Christ.  And Jesus is no more for there has been a transformation from the water of the material world to the wine of the Spirit.  The transformation is complete and he is announcing it to the world with the transformation of water to wine.  But he is doing many other things at the same time.  He is setting precedent; he is showing us that water, which can change to wine, cannot be water.  He is showing us that wine can appear without anyone bringing it there must come from a different source than the world suspect.  What source could bring wine when no one brought it there?  If no human brought wine where did it come from?  And so he is playing to the one source, the invisible Spirit, and he is telling us here is no water and here is no wine.  Here is neither, here is the concept in the consciousness of man called water and here is the concept in the consciousness of man called wine.  There has been a change of consciousness.  Not all the way, a halfway change.  He has withdrawn from human consciousness its belief in lack.  The lack, which was the belief, is withdrawn.  And the having which is the new belief appears as.

And this became a favorite way of taking people into the transformation of consciousness.  Not a jump from water to nothing to confuse people but a jump from one level of matter to the desired level of matter!  So that at first there was the removal of the evil concept of matter replaced by the good concept of matter.  This made people more receptive, more willing to be obedient.  That was only the early beginning to show that matter can be transformed because it is not reality.  It is mental concept.  And the concept of lack is now replaced by the concept of abundance.  By whom?  And this is why you have to see there was no Jesus there.  If there were a Jesus there, there could be no transformation of consciousness in those around him.  Just as if there is a human where you are there can be no transformation of consciousness in you.  It was the absence of Jesus, but the presence of Christ, which made possible the transformation of consciousness that would change water now as wine.  And so in you the absence of the physical mortal corporeal being and the presence of Christ consciousness take one concept of evil and removes it replacing it with a concept of good at this level of Christ consciousness.  Always the teaching is that the presence of Christ rather than the presence of physical Jesus made possible the transformation.  That Jesus recognized, “woman what have I to do with thee,” I was not born of the flesh.  My name is Christ.  That realization made possible the appearance of wine where water had been.  That realization in you will accordingly transform your evil conscious beliefs, your acceptance of evil into a replacement of good concepts.  And that will be an early stage of the Christ realization.  
Now he goes on to Nicodemus (St. John 3) revealing to him you must be reborn.  “Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.  (Born of the spirit).  And so Nicodemus must discover that he was not born of the flesh.  That his mother was not born of the flesh.  Her mother was not born of the flesh.  And all the way back to Adam and Eve.  All the way back to Adam and Eve none were born of the flesh.  And so you see right smack in the first chapter of Genesis the perfect creation and then suddenly after man and woman are created in the divine image, the mist falls over the earth.  And now Jesus is revealing through his realization of his non-birth in physical form and his Christ realization that the mist has been removed from him.  And if you don’t think the mist was removed, but think that he was virgin born; then the entire demonstration that followed makes no sense.  There was no father of God or mother of Mary.  There was no physical birth.  That was the mist that was the mortal mind, the belief that Adam and Eve after creation appeared.  

This then, this mortal mind, is really the negative of the positive, which is the infinite mind?  And you will find in you, you will have the same negatives.  All matter on this earth is the imitation of Spirit.  All matter is the negative of the positive, which is Spirit.  Wherever matter appears it has imitated something.  And the something that it is imitating is Spirit.  There is no place where matter is not imitating Spirit.  Mortal mind made visible is the material world.  It is the complete mental world made visible and the mentality, which it is making visible, is the negative mentality, which is the shadow of the divine mind.

Now in ____ this illusion, Jesus took himself out of the negative mind made visible called Jesus.  And now in Christ realization every one who is in the negative mental mind made visible is exposed to the positive, the Christ.  And although these healings appear to be taking place out there, these are all changes of consciousness in the individuals involved.  Jesus being absent only Christ is there and Christ realized within each individual who is healed becomes the outer appearance of better matter, better conditions.   The cripple, Lazarus, the blind man, the deaf man each within themselves touching Christ loses the negative aspect of matter.  Loses the evil aspect of matter and the positive aspect of matter appears which is only the first step completed toward transformation.  And as we ourselves touch the same Christ, the negative aspects, the evil aspects of matter disappear and the positive aspects of matter appear and we now have comfort and security and these things and this is the first step of transformation.  Opening us sufficiently to realize that it happened because of Christ in me.

Now to the woman of Samaria (John 4) he explains one of the barriers to this rebirth which he just taught Nicodemus.  She had five senses (five husbands) and she was married to these five senses she was unable to receive that which was there waiting for here to receive it.  The five senses were the separation.  She was really Christ invisible but five senses could not reveal that to her so she had to pump the well.  She could not receive direct living water.  And yet he told her and those of her city that the fields are ready to harvest.  He revealed to her that there was a finished kingdom present obscured only by the five senses.  And so he was mounting the consciousness of the world revealing the nonreality of the material world, the presence of the invisible Christ and the nonbirth of material form.  The nonbirth of man!  Revealing that man having not been born could not die.  And he would bring this to a head with the resurrection of Lazarus.  

But now you have got a Nobleman’s son who was dying.  And if the Christ in you faced this instead of the five sense man of you, the Christ in you would not see a Nobleman’s son dying and that is what happened.  “Thy son liveth.”  Why?  Because there is no Jesus five-sense mind here to see a dying son there is only Christ.  And there is no dying son there; there is only Christ.  And so Christ realized in you became Christ realized in the Nobleman’s son and so it was in that realization though miles apart, the son lived.  

Again the revelation that only death appears to the five-sense man.  Mortality, destructibility appears only to those who believe they were born.  Christ, never having been born can see through the deathless bornless man and release that man from that death, from that destruction.  The mortal means destructible.  The word immortal means not destructible.  And to be a mortal then is to be inevitably destroyed.  Jesus was revealing through his Christ realization that there is nothing to be destroyed.  Thy son liveth.  Thy son is immortal being never born.  It isn’t your son in other words.  This is the child of God.  Now having rejected human birth, human parentage, He was revealing the divine parentage of each one on the earth.  This is not a nobleman’s son, this is the child of God and he liveth because Christ liveth.  And if the woman of Samaria could remove her belief in human birth, human life, she would receive the living waters of her own Christhood.

Now loaves and fishes is not different than water and wine.  It only shows that Christ where you stand will appear to you as wine if wine is what you need or loaves and fishes if loaves and fishes are what you need.  That which appears, the Christ makes possible.  Nobody said to the Christ we need wine.  Nobody said to the Christ we need loaves and fishes.  But yet at one wedding the Christ didn’t produce loaves and fishes and when they needed loaves and fishes the Christ didn’t produce wine.  The real miracle is that the all-knowing invisible Christ of you always will appear visibly as the need of the moment.  And although we have heard this many times, if you have been lucky enough to be faced with need to test that belief, then you know that it is so if you followed through.  Always, however ridiculous and impossible the need may appear it is impossible for the Christ not to appear that the need fulfilled.  But always the five-sense man is in the way.  Always the five sense man says I have got to go out and pump at the well to get some water because the five sense man does not know there is living water that will appear once I have rejected a human me.  And that rejection of a human me was made possible by the rejection of a human Jesus by Jesus.

Now that is why today is a difficult day.  We have to make the rejection.  We have to face it many times and in many ways.  And until we begin to make that rejection, until we trace back our genealogy back to Adam and then remove Adam and Eve too, we have not accepted Christhood.

A very interesting thing about Luke whereas everybody else was talking about the virgin birth you may have come upon this passage he wanted to reveal exactly the non-virgin birth.  “And Jesus himself began to be about thirty years of age, being the son of Joseph which was the son of Heli.” You know what the rabble is; he was the Son of God Jesus.  Luke makes the distinction.  No, no he is not the Son of God, Jesus is the son of Joseph right here in our Bible and that passage is Luke 3 verse 23.  And to make sure you understand what he is saying that Jesus is the son of Joseph, he now goes from verse 23 to verse 38; fifteen verses tracing the genealogy of parents of Jesus through Joseph all the way back, back, back, back to Adam and Eve.  To show you from the mist to Jesus was a complete cosmic illusion.  But Jesus broke the line of illusion.  Who came after Jesus?  That is where the illusion stopped.  From Adam and Eve all the way through to Joseph then to Jesus but Jesus said, “woman what have I to do with thee.”  None of them said it before and Luke is making that clear in his mystical way.  Jesus was not the Son of God any more than any physical form is a Son of God and that is the distinction.  And that which was called Jesus came to that realization.  Oh, no, I am not the Son of God but my Spirit is and that is my identity.  And it was that Spirit realized which was now revolutionizing all world thought showing that there was not a material law in the world that had any power or reality or truth.  Material law said, "you can’t feed these people, you can’t get wine here without somebody getting from the corner Safeway.”  Material law said these things that spiritual realization said, “where the spirit is there is fulfillment regardless of the need.”  
And then to show that his name was not Jesus but he was spiritual being, he sent the boat across the lake and no one knows to this day how he got there without a boat because suddenly he appeared there.  So Jesus didn’t make that trip—this was Spirit in its own omnipresence appearing wherever it wished to appear.

To finally show that death was but an illusion of the five senses as birth is He called forth Lazarus and this was necessary to show that whoever believeth on the invisible Christ of his own being hath everlasting life.  The Christ knew no Lazarus who had been born or who could die and because there was no Lazarus who had been born or who could die he could be revealed as a form.  This was still the halfway mark instead of dead form, living form but actually no Lazarus at all.  You see the full, full miracle there wasn’t raising of Lazarus from the dead that is only half of the miracle, the other half is that He could do so because there was no Lazarus.  There was no physical form there was only invisible Christ.  

Now our turning then from third to fourth, from mortal who is destructible to immortal who is indestructible is seeing that every unusual occurrence which brought sight to the blind and hearing to the deaf, the raising of a corpse, the abundance of food where it did not appear, the appearance of wine where nobody brought any; all of these were to show us that the invisible Christ of our own being knows no limitation of any kind.  It is completely unaware of limitation.  And only the five-sense man who still thinks of himself as the five-sense man knows limitation.  He is like the cripple sitting with the withered, the lame, and the halt who are in the five porches.  The same five husbands of the woman of Samaria!  The five porches, these five senses established the without and a within and there is no without and a within—there is only Self.  And the man inside the five senses is crippled because he had a birthday, because he was born into flesh.  And now he is stuck in that flesh and can’t move in it because his five senses tell him that he can’t.  But when the Christ is realized within he rises out of the flesh and he walks and you see him walking in the flesh now.  He has had a Christ realization.  And this crippling in the flesh has been overcome into now a sense of good humanhood instead of bad humanhood.  And you know more will follow as the Christ realization deepens and he realizes there is no flesh to walk in there is only the Spirit of God here.  

And so coming out of the five porches of our own five senses we come to a very startling thing.  The illusion of material birth, the consequential belief in the form and in the turning the release from the belief in material birth and material form.  But if there is no form how can it move?  If this world is not in my kingdom and form is not real how can motion be real?  How can the sounds of the form that it makes and hears be real or the sights, or the touches, and the tastes?  When we reject the birth of form we reject everything concerning that form.  We have to do what Luke did—he painted the whole family tree of Jesus way back to Adam and Eve and said forget it all, it never happened. 

 When Jesus came into Christ realization he nullified his genealogy from Adam and Eve up with his present realized Self—he wiped it all away, none of it happened.  There was no serpent in the Garden of Eden for him.  There was no tree of good and evil.  There was no good matter and bad matter.  He wasn’t ready to just get rid of the bad matter and keep the good.  He wiped away his human selfhood back to Adam and Eve and wiped them away.  And our dear friend Luke showed us that is what he was doing.  A clean slate!  No corporeal Jesus just Christ!  And only Christ could walk through the world of corporeality revealing that corporeality was a lie.  

Having had his first resurrection then, before the transformation of water to wine and all that followed there could now not happen in the life of Christ realized which appeared to the world as Jesus any death.  There could not happen a crucifixion or a resurrection and an ascension.  These could not happen except through the corporeal sense of man.  They had already been completed.  He had risen.  He had risen above the corporeal sense.  He was resurrected and the second death could not come.  The death that we call death could not come and this is our path and this is why the turning in consciousness at this point is the putting on of immortality.  We are stepping out of the corporeal consciousness.  We are stepping out of the birth of the human me.  And for our parents we are accepting that they were never born into humanhood either.  And we are going right back to the beginning of man on earth to the mist of mortal mind from which these births began.  And we are releasing ourselves from the beliefs that a human race was born into the flesh.

As you dwell on this you are accepting Christ, the Son of God, as the sum, substance, law and activity of all who call them selves human beings.  You are about your Father’s business.  You are living the two commandments.  You are removing the corporeal belief in man and recognizing the divine identity of the human race.  And this is very important to observe because Jesus was able to do that and reach that realization that he was not born of woman, that knowledge in his spiritual consciousness made it impossible for him to die.  That knowledge in you is the Eternal Life.  

Once you have known immortality as the reality of mankind of your self and have stepped out of the belief in mortality, then you will not externalize mortality you cannot externalize destruction if it is not in your consciousness.  If you believe on me the immortal Self, the Christ, then you have everlasting life because you cannot externalize anything but your own belief.  And if you have reached the belief in immortality you will externalize immortality not with vain repetitions but with consciousness unfolding as.  At this point we have very few people walking beside us; we are about as embarrassed as Jesus as he looked around and everybody was leaving.  And he said to his disciples, “are you going to go too?  And Peter said I suppose we might but where would be go?  You have the truth.”  
THIRTY PIECES OF SILVER
And so you see the turn for man to Christ, from mortal to immortal, makes you a toddler in Christ.  You can’t do it in one swallow.  Judas couldn’t do it at all.  And as the Judas in us it won’t let us do it too you see.  The Judas in us has a different idea.  Judas in us says, “now look you have seen some of the power of Spirit what do you want to go through all of this hard work for?  After all how many years have you got why not make it comfortable, cozy, live it up a little—use your Christ power?  And when that couldn’t tempt Jesus to do it what did Judas do?  Do you realize the daring plan he concocted?  He had a great idea you see that he was going to sit right beside the Messiah and enjoy all the great wonderful material comforts of this world because he was one of the twelve.  He would be rewarded but Jesus wouldn’t cooperate—just wouldn’t be Messiah and all the time that is why Judas was there.  He couldn’t wait to get his hands on the spoils of being close to the Messiah.  What a wonderful day that would be when the world crowned the Messiah and Judas would be rolling in all the things he had dreamed of.  And Jesus sorry this is a universal message that I have here.  The Christ of mankind!  Not the Messiah of the Jews!  And Judas thought well now I am going to force his hand.  When they come to take his life what is he going to do?  Is he going to let them?  No sir!  He has got to show his powers.  He will probably wave a wand and the Roman Empire will disappear or just vanish whatever he does he will do it in such an amazing way that the world will acclaim him as the Messiah.  I will force him into it.  That is what Judas had in mind.  

And there is something in us that works the same way to make us stay away from being the invisible Christ.  So Judas was working to transform the will of God to his own purpose.  That little subtle serpent in the mind of man always trying to find a way out of a situation that demands the allness of Christ.  Who wants to put it off?  Judas found out it didn’t work.  When they confronted Jesus with life or death, he accepted death.  He wouldn’t be the Messiah.  He wouldn’t vanish; he wouldn’t live by the sword.  He wouldn’t try to prove anything, the Christ within he doeth the works and Judas’ plan didn’t work.  He found that by opposing God he was destroyed.  

Our little mind works like Judas’ it has a little twist and a turn at every place to avoid the confrontation which says, “you are not what you seem to be.”  None of it is real.  The only reality of you is the infinite Spirit of God.  And if you are infinite how could you have a beginning.  By trying to cling to a beginning you are only making an end necessary and you are denying the infinity of your spiritual Self.  Jesus could not give himself a beginning so he had to demonstrate I am the infinite Spirit.  

And so the little Judas in our own consciousness ever seeking to betray the Christ that we are.  Ever offering us thirty pieces of silver in some kind of disguise.  Finally reaches the consciousness which says no, no you are wasting time Judas.  I have supported you long enough.  I have reached the point of turning and in the turning I don’t expect to be an adult in Christ overnight—I am willing to be a babe in Christ.  I am willing to start toddling along.  It will be worth it.  Every tot (tree?) grows and that growing consciousness of Christ is my real freedom, my immortality.  And so he cleans out the temple of Judas too.  

Now see once you are over the hump of the confrontation, you can breathe a sigh of relief and realize it wasn’t as bad as it seemed.  The hardest part was the Judas consciousness of humanhood, which does not want to give up its concept.  It doesn’t want to get to the fourth dimension, the fifth, the sixth and the seventh.  It wants a happy, healthy third dimension of consciousness.  It wants to stay put in a nice comfortable way.  It wants to be like Methuselah; it wants a long human life.  Or it wants to be Onassis; it wants a wealthy life.  And between the Methuselah in us and the Onassis in us we are stuck in the form.  But all matter is imitation of life.  And in spiritual consciousness we are freed from imitation.  We are released from imitation into life itself.  And this life itself becomes rebirth realized.  Transformation of consciousness leading to transformation even of form!  “Be ye transformed by the renewing of the mind,” by casting out the devils of material thought.  The moneychangers in the temple!  And through this purification, we find the release of the Christ within which walks through the hills and the valleys relieving of the lacks, the limitations, the witherings, the cripplings, the blindness, the deafness, the mortality taking us out of the tomb of death into life—the living Christ of our own being.  

As you accept this to be the reality of you and your neighbor just like the child that has to learn the alphabet, you have to learn the alphabet of Christhood.  And so while you are looking out at the forms you are living in the invisible alphabet.  While you are looking through the five senses, you are not accepting the false alphabet of the material world.  You are learning the New Tongue of Spirit, the language and you are learning that wherever the material error appears it is but an imitation of the perfect Spirit that is present there.  All matter being imitation you are not looking alone at the imitation.  Why spend your life looking into a mirror.  Wherever the image in the mirror there must be something in front of the mirror.  And now you are seeing that matter is the image in the mirror.  Whether it is good matter or bad matter it is the image in the mirror of the mind.  And why spend our time looking in that mirror—the five-sense mirror.  So wherever we see the images in the mind, in the mirror we have this growing consciousness which recognizes that which is there which the mirror is trying to imitate.  That which is there is never good one time and evil the next, it is always the perfect of Christ being Christ.  It is always the fullness present where the mirror reveals sometimes fullness and sometimes lack.  It is perfection where the mirror reveals sometimes-good health and sometimes-bad health.  

No longer do we accept the corporeal appearances for they are the mirror which is imitating the invisible reality which is always present, always perfect, the kingdom of God.  And this becomes a developed consciousness.  You even learn to lay your life on the line right there.  If this is so and if I can rest in this then to everlasting never again would I be concerned of where my next dollar comes from, where my next meal comes from, where my next breath comes from.  You see the difference between studying something and believing something and then letting that belief become the accepted reality of being—we are coming to the place where instead of seeking Spirit or understanding Spirit that seeking and understanding becomes I am the Spirit and Spirit is never lacking of anything.  The wholeness of God being is Spirit and Spirit is self-sustaining.  Your five senses have been holding the world upon your shoulders like Hercules.  And all the while they have been doing that it wasn’t necessary.  But the five senses didn’t know that.  When you let your five senses be relieved of holding up the world that you had thought was the world, then you are in Christ whose yoke is easy and the invisible Christ becomes your loaves and fishes, your wine, your water and your bread.  I am the bread of life.  I am the living waters.  Your very being is all that you ever need unto eternity.  You see you will someday come to that moment of realization while just to be what I am is all that I ever have to be.  It is all there.  It is all done.
