A REVELATION

Soul to Soul & Spirit to Spirit 

Now Listen…
  And I beheld when he had opened the sixth seal, and, lo, there was a great earthquake; and the sun became black as sackcloth of hair, and the moon became as blood. 

  And the stars of heaven fell unto the earth, even as a fig tree casteth her untimely figs, when she is shaken of a mighty wind.  

  And the heaven departed as a scroll when it is rolled together; and every mountain and island were moved out of their places.

This is, of course, a portion of the Revelation of St John, but to many of us, it is much, much more than this, for to many of us, this has become our living experience.  As we have said, many times in the past, “each scripture is an internal experience.”  It never was referring to anything in this world.  And so, the revelation of St John is an internal experience that all of us must face somewhere on our inner journey on this Path.  And this scripture that we have just read is an internal experience that you and I are facing or will face imminently.

If you have been following right along with the rest of us, you have listened to the last few talks I made, as well as the talks on The Thunder of Silence by Herb Fitch, then you are well aware that a drastic transformation must take place within you; that is, within your consciousness, within your awareness.

I know we all are very familiar with the scripture, “He that loses his life shall find it.”  Perhaps, up until now, we have never really given this the serious attention it deserves.  Perhaps we have never really perceived the lengths that this type of surrender entails, but today we are going to look at this as fully as possible.

Now you may wonder how these scriptures fit together: 1) Every mountain and every island were moved out of their places; the heaven rolled up; the sun turned black; the moon turned red; and 2) he that loses his life shall find it, or shall find eternal life.  How these two fit together is a part of your inner journey, and many of you are standing right there.

I receive e-mails and letters and phone calls, and many of them say to me, “Bill, what you are talking about is more than I can handle right now; you have seemed to turn my world upside down; I just cannot seem to do this at the present time; this is making me crazy; I just don’t understand this.”  And I respond with, “Then set it down; walk away; leave it for a season.”

We are more than willing to practice spiritual principles when our back is against the wall.  Then we become very motivated, as it were, to relieve our suffering.  Perhaps we have run into financial lack and limitation.  Perhaps we have an insurmountable physical ailment, an ailment of the physical body.  Maybe a loved one of ours has passed away, or someone that we love has left us for someone else.  And so, our backs are against the wall and we are ready to do anything, to go to any length to stop the pain, overcome the difficulty, and assure our supply is taken care of.
So we search the books, go back to the talks, meditate, contemplate, and practice until the problem is met.  Because one thing about spiritual principles, if you practice them, well we all know by now, is that problems are dissolved, or they change forms, and adequate supply shows up, perhaps a lovely companion, or less pain and more freedom from whatever physical ailment we were suffering from.  And as soon as we have demonstrated to our satisfaction freedom from the particular problem we are working on, well, then we cease practicing the principles.

“You have to understand; now there is this new job I have to devote my attention to, and I’m happy with it and they are happy with me.  Is that not a demonstration of spiritual harmony?”

“You know, I’ve met the person of my dreams and we’re getting along perfectly harmoniously and we’re doing things together, and it’s just fabulous.  Is that not a demonstration of our spiritual reality, harmonious relationships?”

“You know, I’m able to get out of bed for the first time in months, I have so much to do, and I am busy with it.  I’m paying bills, I’m making a living again.  I’m cleaning up the house.  My attitude has improved.  I feel great.  There may not even be a smell of smoke, no pain now.  Is that not a demonstration of spiritual living, perfect, good health?”  So much so, that you do not even have to think about it.  So, in other words, we’ve got what we were looking for. 
We have a companionship and it’s harmonious.  We have a healthy body, pain free.  We have adequate supply and maybe even a little left over to share with others not so fortunate.  “Well that sounds perfectly fine, what’s wrong with that?”  “Is that not what these principles were given to us for that we might have life and love more abundantly?”
But here comes someone, it could be me, it could be you or it could be another, and perhaps one evening when everything is quiet and we have nothing else to do, and there’s nothing good on TV, we pull out one of these spiritual books and in it we read, “You must die completely to any sense, false sense of self, to any material life.  If you can see it, hear it, taste it, touch it or smell it, it’s a dream.”

And we take that into our meditation, and we begin to live with it and contemplate it, and all of a sudden it hits us, “Oh, my God, that means everything that I hear, see, taste, touch or smell is an illusion.  That means not just the bad things, but now this new life, this good life I have, this must go also.  Well, that leaves me standing on nothing.  It means even the sun in the sky is an illusion.  Even the moon that I see is an illusion.  The mountains, the islands, are suddenly moved out of their places.”  We are rocked, and we don’t know what to do about it.  “What about my grandchild I love, my granddaughter?”  If you can see it or hear it, it is an illusion.  And that is when I receive the call, or the e-mail or the letter, “I can’t do this.  This is shattering my world.”  And I say, “Then don’t, just put it down.”

Don’t you see, in Revelation, John was revealing to us that everything will roll up like a scroll: The mountain that you have depended on, that you thought was real, and the island, will be moved out of their places.  Even the sun and the moon, you will realize, are not there.

How can we have one spiritual universe, Spirit everywhere present, and these other things too?  We cannot.  We are fooling ourselves.  We have decided to settle for the human good.  We practice spiritual principles to the point where we have changed a picture of bad humanhood into a picture of good humanhood, and now we are content to rest there, and please don’t shatter my universe, and yet John tells us plainly, in Revelation, that this is a part of the journey.

There is a place on the Path where your universe is shattered and everything is shaken out of its place.  Congratulations, for now you are beginning to comprehend that we must die completely to awaken in God.  And here is really the sad part to this.  Those that are turning back are essentially saying, “I’m not ready in this incarnation, Leave me alone, let me sleep a little longer.  Yes, yes, I understand what you are saying, but I am not ready to do that now.  I’m more interested in my son’s life; I want to help him out.  I’ve got this cause in the world, world peace, and I’m working on that.  Is that not worthwhile?”  Yes, I suppose it is, and yet when you obtain world peace, later another war will come along to break that up.

The nature of the world is the belief in good and evil, and you can only enjoy that for so long.  So yes – enjoy your son, your daughter, your grandparents, your grandchildren, your great-grandchildren; enjoy your job, your trips, your bonuses, your vacations; enjoy your home, your car, your clothes, your entertainment; enjoy your companionship; enjoy your sharing mentally, emotionally, physically.  Enjoy it all, but know this:  Some of us are ready to go further.

Some of us are ready, and willing, to walk through that scripture which was revealed by John, that everything will be moved out of its place.  Some of us are willing to allow that to happen, so that we may have the experience of coming to know the spiritually real, the eternal kingdom, in our very midst, which can only come when everything else has been moved out of its place.  This is part of the awakening process.  If it is happening to you, do not be afraid:
   It is I, fear not.  I will never leave you nor forsake you.  I will reveal to you the reality of your grandchildren.  I will reveal to you God’s Presence Individualized right there.  I will reveal It so strong within you that you will be able to see through the sense picture and behold God in the midst of them.  So much so, that should any error touch them, it will dissolve as your vision lands upon it.
Do you want to enjoy the sense perception, or do you want to be a force for healing? Do you want to be human, or do you want to be Christ?  We who are walking this Path, if we do not turn back like Lot’s wife, we shall enter The Holy City.  The New Jerusalem will come down, out of our consciousness, and reveal Itself to us.  And so, we will experience the reality that God created, the eternal dimension, right here and right now.  We will experience the spiritual identity of those whom we come in contact with.  We will experience our own spiritual identity.  We will experience our Christ identity, that invisible incorporeal Selfhood that exists, right where sense-mind has revealed this ugly picture or this pretty picture.

We will live and move consciously, now, in the Kingdom, communing, touching, listening, and speaking with the spiritual identity of everyone we meet.  This will make “you” a fisher of men, oh yes, indeed, which is really what we are talking about here, those of us through which the Kingdom (Christ) is revealing Itself.  That Christ is a fisher of men, finding out which ones are ready to awaken and which ones aren’t.

So if you find your universe, your world, is being shaken, broken up, no longer quite as firm as it was, moved out of its place (many, many things are moved out of their places), be not afraid:
  Keep walking.  I, the Christ of you, will pull you up the rest of the way.  In fact, I, the Christ of you, will reveal that you can die and I will take over.  You can dissolve, and I, your infinite Self, will begin living on earth as I live in heaven, for these two are one, not two.

Have you felt the invisible spiritual presence?  Have you felt the invisible omnipresence of the I that I Am?  Have you become consciously aware of Its omnipresence?  Have you rested back in It and felt It everywhere?  Do you have the conscious awareness of that?  If not, this is the Path to that awareness, and the experience will come.

Have you communed with the spiritual identity of your spouse, your children?  Have you communed with the spiritual identity of those you see on the streets, at the office, in the store?  Have you walked into a huge department store and communed with the spiritual identity of the one Self right there?  If you would know the spiritual identity of those whom you love, rather than the false sense of them, then this is the Path you must walk, and the experience will come.

Have you felt your own spiritual identity?  Have you lost the consciousness of a person sitting in a seat, eyes closed and meditating?  Have you lost the conscious awareness of that and slipped into the conscious awareness of your everywhere Self, your spiritual identity?  Have you felt It move out to the point of infinity and move back in?  Have you heard It whisper in your ear with that spiritual voice, in spiritual tongues, Truths that are too sacred to speak aloud?  Have you felt It as the only Self there is?  Have you felt your spiritual identity appearing as the one Self in a room with several people?  If you haven’t, you soon will if you do not give up, and press forward for the prize of the high-calling of God in Christ.  This Path will reveal the finished Kingdom in your midst, in your Consciousness.

Have you felt the birth of your new identity?  Have you felt It stretching back before the very first, ever incarnation?  Have you felt It stretching forth, past this present parenthesis?  Have you realized and known that you have never been in any one of those appearances, that you have always been that Self that is everywhere and everyone?  If you haven’t, you will as you walk this Path.

These are the experiences that come to us when we become willing, when we follow the Master’s commands, the Father’s instructions, and come up over the human mind.  You see, the human mind, or sense perception, has drawn all these little pictures of our relatives, of our politicians, of our enemies and our friends, of our family members, of our government, of the world, of the elements, of the seasons.  It is the mind that has drawn all these pictures.

We read in “Beyond Words and Thoughts” that we must come up over that mind.  Did you think that you could come up over that mind and hang on to your attachments at the same time?  We are told in “The Infinite Way” book that there is no such thing as matter, and so if you are in love with a piece of matter, or even an individual personality, well we are hypnotized into loving an illusion.  There is no matter because no illusion is ever externalized.  All of this is taking place in the mind.  If we would be free of matter, and experience, a firsthand experience, an actual experience, a conscious awareness, of our spirit identity, then we must come up over the mind – what Joel explained as instead of knowing the Truth with the mind, we become the Truth in experience, in consciousness.

And so, those of us who are walking this Path, coming up over that mind, are finding that everything in that mind is being shaken out of its place, but if we have made it this far, surely we sense that we can trust this inner I that is lifting up that spiritual identity.

We really have two choices at the moment, at this level of development.  We can let the mind be the instrument for world thoughts, sense perception, illusion, Maya, thoughts of the world, or we can be willing to have all of them, the bad pictures and the good pictures, be shaken out of their places, and stand there in the Stillness as a beholder, not trying to do anything about it.  We can be the instrument for the Spirit, behind all that.  

“God is a Spirit.”  Those that worship Him must also be Spirit.

So we can transcend, come up over, or ascend out of that mind, step aside and allow Spirit to function the mind, because the mind, in this surrender, performs its proper function as an avenue of awareness, becoming aware of that which Spirit speaks, that which Spirit reveals, that which Spirit is, which is another way of saying your own spiritual identity.  Let us now in our meditations begin to step aside, use no words, no thoughts.  Simply rest back and invite the Spirit to reveal Itself, Its Kingdom, Its Identity, which is your Identity, which is my Identity, which is all Identity, which is the only Identity.

If you are willing to take this next step, what Joel called The Sabbath, begin to rest back in your meditation and allow Spirit to reveal the finished Kingdom, the one infinite, incorporeal spiritual Self – the Self of you, the Self of everyone you thought you knew.  Let It reveal the finished Kingdom right where the world has appeared to be.  Let It reveal the invisible spiritual substance that forms Itself forever, eternally, as all supply everywhere.  As Joel told us, “God does not send you supply, God is supply.”

Let us stand aside, and be willing for everything to be shaken out of its place, and then, in the Stillness that follows that storm, Spirit will reveal Its everywhere Self, Its everywhere infinite supply, Its omnipresent companionship, for It is the only companion, but this must be an inner awareness.

Let us now, as we go through the motions of a life out here, also, remember to stand to the side.  Let us develop that ability that Paul had:  I live and yet, right here, Christ lives Itself.

Let us not have “a mind of your own.”  Let Christ be your thoughts.  Let us be Receptivity Itself.  As a flute is played by a flute player, let us be that experience of the music flowing through.  “I live, yet not I,” Christ lives Itself.

Let us behold the people we come in contact with and stand aside.  You know, there is no illusion ever externalized.  And so, if you have thoughts that this one is good, that one is bad; this is one is pretty good at that, this one not so good; this one is young, this one is old; this one is sick, this one is well; this one is mentally ill, this one is pretty mentally healthy; this one is greedy, this one is generous, you are not judging a person out there, because there is NONE out there.  And that’s why, when you work with this principle, everything is shaken out of its place.  You thought there was, or the thought you heard convinced you there was, but realize now those judgments, all of those judgments, are not judgments about someone out here, they are judgments about your thoughts or, rather, world thoughts you are hearing.  And so, when the mind goes to judging, stand aside, and recognize “you are judging thoughts, these are thoughts judging thoughts, and I am not going to do anything about them.”  “I am not going to participate, I am not to fight, I am not to deny, I am standing to the side.”  “I live, yet not I – Christ liveth your life.”  “Christ Mind, you take over.”

Do you know, you have no personal mind?  The only mind that God made is the Mind of Christ, so now let Christ think Its thoughts.  Do you know, you have no personal body?  All the things you did with this body, “you thought” it was “you” but no such being was ever created by God.  Yes, everything is shaken out of its place, including that which you thought was you.  Stand aside; let Christ live Its life.  Oh there’s a form here, there’s a life here, but it is not yours.  If you will stand aside, you will see, you will behold Christ living Itself as Itself, forming Itself invisibly.

Do you know that you can have an awareness of Christ omnipresent?  Do you know that you can receive impartations; you can hear thoughts from the Mind of Christ?  Do you know that?  That means that you are experiencing omniscience, because the Christ Mind is omniscient, and the Christ Mind is your mind.  It is the only mind, but this must become a living experience. 

Do you know that infinite Christ Mind has a body, and that Body of Christ is omnipresent, and do you know you can experience that Omnipresent Body and walk in It consciously?  And that Body is omnipresence.  So if you would die completely, everything is going to be shaken out of its place, but it will be replaced by an Omniscient Mind, by an Omnipresent Body, and this Christ Mind and Christ Body, you will discover, is maintained and sustained eternally by the Father’s Spirit, by Omnipotence, and this, too, is an experience.

So when we are told “everything must be shaken out of its place and we must lose our life to find it,” do you see how deep this experience must be?  This really is a transformation, stepping out of or ascending up over the mind pictures, all of them, and moving into an Omniscient Mind, an Omnipresent Body, and an Eternal Spirit.  This is what is meant by “Christ liveth here.”

If you are willing to follow Christ, then He said you must take up your cross and follow Christ.  And that is what we have been talking about all day today.  Taking up your cross is crucifying the totality of a personal sense of self, whether in you or in anyone else, anywhere, at any time, so thoroughly that Christ remains the only self.  And so, you are going to inherit, flesh and blood won’t inherit, but the I of you, your true spiritual identity, is going to inherit Omniscient Mind, Omnipresent Body, and Eternal Spirit living consciously in the Kingdom of Heaven here and now.

Seems like quite a leap, doesn’t it.  Seems almost impossible, and yet nothing is impossible to God.  This is God’s Path.  This is the Path that God laid down, and we have our brother, Jesus, who completed this Path, crucified entirely any personal sense of self, ascended up over the mind, and is now the Living Christ.

And so we know it can be done.  It is we that must trust the inner Spirit to lead us the rest of the way, and It will do so because we have been promised by the Father that It will.   Christ Itself said, “I will send to you this Spirit, which will teach you all things, and you will understand at that time that my message is not mine, but His that sent me,” and I suspect at last we understand it fully.  It is your Father calling you back to your true spiritual identity.  It is your Father on the way to meet you, even as you journey back, to give you back the robe and the jeweled ring, and embrace you and welcome you back home to your original identity, to the glory you had with the Father before there was ever any second world, before the world was.

And so, this spiritual identity sat on the hillside and said, “Follow Me,” and since when Christ speaks, Christ is eternal, the echo is coming to us now, awakening us from our dream, and we hear It clearly, “Follow Me” back within to your own spiritual identity, One with the Father for Eternity.  “It is I, do not be afraid.’  Do not be afraid of this.  This is absolute freedom forever.  The only thing you can lose is the pain of a belief in evil and the pain of believing there is such a thing as good and you can lose it.  The only thing you can lose is the belief in good and evil.

This journey seems so long and yet, in Eternity, it is a but a moment’s hesitation before stepping back into the Garden of Eden.  Whoever you are, reading, wondering, pondering, perhaps struggling, there is a Spirit, and it is Love Infinite, and it is Its good pleasure to carry you home in Its arms.  You do not have to work that hard, rest in Christ, and Christ will lift you up.  This is the Promise of the Father.
