Advanced Work Freedom from the Law

 

Soul to soul Spirit to spirit, greetings this Christmas Eve.  

 
Mysticism is the experience of direct communion with God and this class today is an advanced class.  The explanation of mysticism according to the dictionary is, “an experience of mystical union or direct communion with ultimate reality reported by mystics; the belief that direct knowledge of God, spiritual truth, or ultimate reality, can be obtained through subjective experience such as insight or intuition or illumination and in a way differing from ordinary sense perception.”
The reason I am bringing that up is because I want you to know that this class is not something I thought up.  It is not something that I reasoned out or logically thought of. No, this class like the other classes came to me in a moment that I thought not. It came to me in a moment of stillness. And the experience is like this: I take a scripture or a truth or a statement and I take it into my closet.  I close my eyes and I look at it such as, “The law came from Moses but grace and truth through Jesus Christ.” And I simply take that within.   As I rest back in that, instantly, spontaneously, all at once there is a leap, or an experience where the entire class is there; in an instant its there, I see it all clearly. So it comes as an immediate insight and in a way differing from ordinary sense perception and that’s how these classes are received from that Christ Self within. But that infinite Spiritual Self is also your Self and it is the Self of everyone hearing this talk. So this Self gives us this talk today.
I say that it is an advanced talk because in order to practice these principles that are being revealed today, some of the fundamentals need to have been practiced already. By that I mean if you have learned to practice the art of meditation; if you have learned to become still inside, to reach that place of no thought - where you feel that Presence within, where you feel a quickening and a stirring. Something lets you know that God is on the field. If you have experienced that and are experiencing that in your meditations, not necessarily every single one but many of them, then this class is something you will understand.
If you have not practiced meditation, have not felt that answering response within your being, then perhaps you need to go and read “The Art of Meditation” and begin practicing that before you return to this talk, because it’s possible that nothing said here will make any sense.  So this is an advanced class for people that have been walking this path for awhile.
It’s not important the time, the amount of weeks or months or years are not important.  What is important is that you have made that contact that God contact within, and know that it is from there that this talk emanates.
Now, Moses brought us the law and the law is karma. He gave us the Ten Commandments which allow us to live if practiced, in harmony with that law.  And so if we practice good deeds and good thoughts, then life will give us back good deeds and good thoughts.  But if we practice evil, selfish mean thoughts and deeds, then life will give us back misery.  Bad things happen. And so this was as far as we could come was to learn to live in harmony with that law.
The Christ gave us Grace and truth which should suggest to us that maybe the law is not the truth. Moses gave us the law, but Christ gave us the truth. Christ gave us Grace and freedom from the law. As Paul told us, “You are no more under the law, but you are in Christ.” Here is what was revealed today.
We have considered the law of Karma as a very large law somewhere out in the universe; sort or a nebulous thing this law and that it operates on us and our lives and we really have not much we can do about it. We are subject to the law. We are subjects of the law.  We come under the law.  And so we have seen it as a power outside of our being.  But what I am going to tell you today will change your concept of law forever.  Because you see the law is not something external to you.  The law is not something that just operates on you or your affairs without you’re having any say whatsoever. No, you see, in the beginning you were given dominion over everything. And my friends, that includes dominion over the law of karma.
Here, today, in this talk, we are going to see once and for all we have the power, the ability to lay aside the law of karma; to come out from under that law because you see it is us, each one individually, that created the law for himself.
Buddha told us that we are on the wheel of Karma, that we are stuck in the cycle of birth, death, and rebirth and death, and birth and death; over and over again in our humanhood. And that the reason for this was our desires and he said when we overcame our desires, that we would become free. We were told that when we are free, there will be no more rebirth; that we will be free from that cycle; from the wheel of Karma.
Paul talked about the same thing when he said, “For those who sow to the flesh, shall of the flesh reap corruption.” Meaning that if you see a material world, if you see a world of good and evil, then you are going to sow a belief of good and evil and you are going to reap good and evil.  It is you who kick that law into motion by the belief in good and evil. But he also said, “If you sow to the Spirit, you shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.” Now what that means is that when you have overcome the belief in good and evil you are no longer creating a law; you have risen above the law of good and evil and now you live by Spirit; you live in a spiritual universe where each one, individually, lives by Grace.
You see, “To know God aright is life eternal,” because to know God aright is to know that only God is, that God is appearing individually as you, as me, as all life, that there is no such thing as good or evil because only Spirit is. When you know God aright, you know that God is appearing as you. Therefore, you know by experience your own infinite eternal life. And so, to know God aright is to know your own eternal life; your eternal life is Spirit and Spirit is your eternal life.
Right where you have been seeing good and evil, only Spirit is.  There is nothing good or evil but thinking makes it so.
You see, not only is there no law out there, there is no good or evil out there, but thinking makes it so. And so, the belief in good and evil, which we took when we ate of the tree of knowledge of good and evil, that belief in good and evil exists in thought. To rise into Spirit, we must rise above thought.
The tree of Life was also planted in the mist of us. If you eat of that tree it is said that you will live forever. And so if you rise above thinking of good and evil, if you rise about the belief in good and evil you will live forever. You will not be in the cycle of birth and death. You will be free in your Christ identity. You will have stepped out of a duality and into the oneness of God.
Now, Christ Jesus showed us that when he overcame the belief in good and evil, which he said as, “I have overcome the world,” he rose into his Spiritual Self. And from the heights of that awareness, he was able to manifest himself in the visible or take himself into the invisible; back and forth; visible and invisible. This is your inheritance! “Greater things then these shall ye do.”

Overcoming the belief in good and evil you too will rise into that Spiritual Self in which you can enter the invisible or the visible at will. This is what is said in the book, “Beyond words and thoughts.”  Joel Goldsmith states, “In Jesus’ statement, “He that seeth me seeth him that sent me” he revealed that he had obtained the goal of I AM. Because you see when you rise above the belief of good and evil, you rest in the awareness that I Am; that God is.” And he goes on to say, “There is an experience where Jesus proves this. He took three disciples to what is called the Mount of Transfiguration, which is again a high state of Consciousness and he revealed to them the Hebrew prophets who were suppose to be dead, but to his high state of Consciousness, they were not dead. And he proved to the disciples that they were alive and they were with them in form. Whether he translated the prophets into visible form or whether he translated himself and the disciples into invisible form, makes no difference because it is the same experience -- he translated. He demonstrated to the disciples the truth he later proved, “I lay down my life that I may take it again. I can walk into the invisible realm and I can walk out again; for I am Spirit.”

Finally, he says, “Jesus ascended out of corporeal form. He was translated. This can be interpreted to mean he rose beyond the mind; he rose above his own mind, because it is only in the mind that the corporeal sense can be entertained not in one’s spiritual faculties. In our soul faculties, we are Spirit; we see each other spiritually. Whether we are here on this plain or whether we are looking at those who have gone to another plain or even to those who are not yet born.”

And so, if we want to live as Spirit, get out of the cycle of being born as a human being and dying as a human being over and over again, all that is required is that we give up the belief in good and evil which exists only in the mind. That we transcend the mind rise above the mind, into our spiritual centers, and rest there in the knowing that God Is, that Spirit is. By climbing into our spiritual selves, by climbing into the one spiritual self that is, we will have come out from under the law once and for all.
Once you are free you never have to go back; you are free permanently. Therefore let us talk a little bit today about how to do that. What principles do we practice that set us free from the law to live by Grace, by Spirit? Let us begin by understanding that the belief in good and evil is all that makes up this world. And when Jesus told us that he had overcome the world, he really meant that he had overcome the belief in good and evil. He had come to see that he lives and moves and has his being in the spiritual universe.
Second, this belief in good and evil is not your belief. It is not my belief. It is not anyone’s belief. It does not belong to anyone. This belief is a part of what is called Maya, illusion, a false sense of the universe, the tree of knowledge of good and evil. The name that you give it doesn’t really mean anything, so long as you understand that it doesn’t belong to anyone.  It is just floating out there in the atmosphere like a radio broadcast. If you tune in to a certain frequency you will get that radio station. And so if you are not alert and not aware you will have thoughts of good and evil; judgments they are called.
We make judgments. We judge by the appearance. Here is an evil person I saw him on the news last night. Not only did he shoot the clerk at a convenience store, but when he saw that he was still breathing he shot him twice more and all this for a hundred and fifty dollars. Seeing that, and making a judgment, it happens almost in a split second. Sometimes it happens without our awareness because we are not practicing this principle. Maybe no one has brought it to our attention. Well now it is time to practice this and remain aware and alert.
When we become aware that we have just had that thought, we just heard that thought, we just became aware that that thought came into our minds, that is the time to catch it, right there; not two hours later or two weeks later, right there is the time to catch it and to say to ourselves, “Hold on there, this is not my thought, this is a thought, but it is not my thought. “My thoughts are you your thoughts saith the Lord.” And so this thought does not belong to me. It’s a judgment. Nothing is good or evil except this thought makes it so. I no longer want to put that wheel of karma into motion and so I am going to reject this thought. This thought is nothingness.  God never made it, God never made something evil and you know that, and so I am going to drop it, I am going to be still.
Now, God is and as we said at the beginning of this talk, you know now how to rest back in the Isness of God and let God reveal what is really there. Perhaps you will hear the words “This is my beloved Son in whom I am well pleased.” Now, judging from appearances that can’t possibly be true can it?  But that very judging by appearances is what is keeping the law going in your life. You yourself set the law in motion.
And here is something wonderful, because we have been given dominion over the law; we now are finding that we do not have to set that law in motion. We can rise above the law.
You are the Lord of karma -- in your life. God has given you the ability to step out of that cycle. And so we see that picture being presented to us and we simply remind ourselves no, no, nothing is good or evil but this thought makes it so. I am not accepting that thought any longer. I consciously reject it, “Get thee behind me Satan,” “Get thee hence.” Whatever words work for you to help you to realize that this is not your thought and that God did not create it and therefore it has no reality and so now drop it. Rest back, Spirit is here, only Spirit is here. And I listen and I wait for that contact and when I feel it, the work is finished.
Now, perhaps the next day I see someone; maybe it is my grandson, and I think how wonderful he is and how he needs this and that and isn’t he just beautiful and he is so intelligent for his age and gosh he has a great personality. “Wait a minute!” No, that’s a picture of good isn’t it? It’s a picture of some life other than Spiritual life. It’s a picture of good and if I buy that picture of good, I am going to be reaping corruption. Next week it will be a picture of evil, because I have set the law in motion again. No, no, nothing is good or evil except thinking makes it so. Here is that thought again only now it is a picture of good; an appearance of good. And no, I do not accept that as it is being shown to me. There is no individual with good qualities. That thought is a lie.
Right there is the place to catch it. Right there is the place to do the work. This is an appearance. I do not accept this appearance; I reject it and now I drop it, because only God is here. If there is good here it is God, not good; God appearing individually. And so this is a spiritual universe.  There is one Presence - God is, and I rest in that. Rest for a moment until you feel that contact, until you feel that inner peace and the work is done.
This must become our way of living so that through the practice of this we will reach the state of Consciousness that does not have good or evil in it. We will reach the state of Consciousness here now, where we dwell, in, as, and through infinite Spirit and there is nothing else and no one else present. We will get free from this cycle of birth, death, and rebirth and we do it right here.
Now, this takes practice. This takes work. This takes remembering and for awhile we forget more than we remember.  That’s ok. Look at the prize, “Of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.” We are “Forgetting those things which are behind.” And so if you forget, it is no problem, when you remember just begin again.
I can tell you because it has been told to me that this is hard work for a year or two. Now, that is something that Joel said too, “It is hard work for a year or two.” And that does not sound to me like I am going to read a book or hear a talk and I am going to grasp this principle and assimilate it in a weekend. “Hard work for a year or two,” but look at the goal. We shall get free from the cycle of birth and death. We shall overcome the world. We shall live as Spirit which can manifest in the visible and in the invisible. You will never ever be born again. If you choose to manifest here you will manifest yourself visibly the same way that Jesus did without having to be born. When your work is done, you will go back into the invisible. All of this you will do consciously.
Do you see how you really do discover your own eternal life; that which is, and was, and always shall be; that which can manifest visibly or invisibly? And here is something wonderful.  If we practice this, really with all our mind heart and soul, we shall make great strides toward obtaining the Consciousness of our invisible Self as a permanent dispensation. But even if we do not obtain it permanently, it has been said that those that are practicing this diligently, earnestly, when they leave here, they will be rocketed forward on the path so that they will have this as their permanent Consciousness. And so, it is not even necessary that we become perfect at practicing this. What is necessary is that we give it our all. That we go to any lengths to practice this. Then it is practically guaranteed that it will become our permanent dwelling place.
Now, in our meditations, let us begin practicing the same thing. If there is a problem in our lives or someone brings us a problem, let us begin the same way by recognizing here is a thought of good or evil but nothing is good or evil but thinking makes it so. Therefore, I will stop thinking. I will do what I was told to do and “take no thought” on the subject. I will simply rest back now knowing that only God is; Spirit is. Actually, we can rest in the words that Joel gave us which are “Is, alone, overcomes the world.” You know that this is written in the wisdom's of The Infinite Way?  “Is, alone, overcomes the world.” And that means Is alone overcomes the belief in good and evil. Or put the reverse way, good and evil is overcome by IS.
That is why this class is for advanced students, because when you have the awareness of Is, then you know how to overcome the belief of good and evil. Again, let me stress the important points.
There is no law of karma outside of your being. There is no law that can operate on you unless you give it a push to get going. The only way you can push that law of karma and start the wheel turning is with the belief in good and evil. You are the Lord of karma in your own experience. You may stop that wheel at any time. You may get off the cycle of birth and death. All that is required is that you step outside of the thinking that believes in good and evil, because there is no good or evil out here. It does not matter what pictures you are seeing. There is no good or evil out here, but thinking makes it so.
The way to freedom, the path to freedom is narrow “and few there be that find it.” But the path to freedom is to live above the mind that judges good and evil. This we do with the practice of God Is, this we do with the practice of remembering there is no good and evil -- only God Is.
This is a spiritual universe and I am a spiritual being. There is only one being and that being is God.
Now, this new book that came out by Joel Goldsmith called, “The Only Freedom” says this, “Evil of all kinds transpires in what we call our Adam dream; our human sense of existence, our sleeping state,” and I am going to add ‘under the belief of good and evil.’ “When we awaken we find it never happened. God has always been where we are. There is no more powerful prayer or realization then the one word IS. You can smile when you say IS, because it is a joyous occasion to realize though your sins be as scarlet they shall be as white as snow. When, when shall your sins be as white as snow? When you rise above the belief in good and evil. If there is no good and evil, who is there to have sins? Can anyone sin?  No, no, no one is good, no one is evil, but thinking makes it so.”

And so, we will be done with that thinking. “Rise above that thinking and in your meditation, even if you are only taking a moment, a second, when you blink your eyes, rest back in IS, because God is where you are and God is the purification of your being. All of this we bring into our experience through the conscious recognition and realization within us.
No man can do this for us. No teacher can do this for us. The teacher can present the principles of life to us. The teacher can lift us higher in Consciousness then we were before so that we can spiritually discern these truths, but then each one goes off by themselves and lives their own lives. He then has the responsibility to live and move and have his being in this truth.  That is why the Master said, “It is expedient for you that I go away. For if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you.” So each one of us must assume the responsibility for living in the word IS. God IS. That is all. God is all and all is well. The day comes when that is such a complete realization that never again does a question about it come to your awareness.”

And so, you see, the day comes when never again will you accept the belief in good and evil. The day comes when you have risen above good and evil and your Consciousness is a continuous awareness of IS. God IS. Spirit IS. I Am. Then, when evil is presented to you, it dissolves at your approach. But also, when good is presented to you, it too dissolves at your approach. The world dissolves at your approach.  It is said that. “When God speaks, the earth melts.” This is your state of Consciousness when you have risen above the belief of good and evil and are dwelling in the Isness of Spirit; when your Consciousness appears, wherever it appears, then the world of good and evil dissolves at your approach. That is how it was possible for many people to be healed just by Christ walking by, because without consciously taking thought he had risen above the belief in good and evil to that place of Isness where he was the Word of God.
The same is true for you. Through the practice of knowing that there is no good and evil, there is no law, there is no personal life, there is no material world, there is no power in thought, all power, all life, and all being is God, Spirit now. In you conscious awareness of that, you are the walking, living, breathing, Word of God. And this world dissolves at your approach.
Now, let us make this our way of living. Let us begin practicing this day and night and day and night. Anytime, every time you catch the mind thinking, judging this is good this is evil, anytime, every time, consciously toss it out. Consciously step out of that mind and into your spiritual awareness that God IS. Make this your resolution: that you will live this way and find your very own eternal life. Join all those who have embarked on this journey to discover their Christ being.
You will have experiences that you never dreamed possible. Jesus in the temple disappearing and reappearing outside, do you think that is something that is beyond you; beyond your spiritual Self?  No, no, that’s not beyond you. “Greater works then these shall ye do.” This is dying to the sense of self that can be good today and bad tomorrow, well today and sick tomorrow, young today and old tomorrow. This is dying to the belief of good and evil and awakening to the Isness of your being. This is dwelling in the secret place of the most high and this is life eternal; your life.
As we approach the New Year, my wish for you is not for a happy New Year, my wish for you is a Holy New Self; a Self that can never die; a Self that is never born; a Self that is infinite, immortal, and eternal; a Self that is one with God; a Self that is joint heir with Christ to all the heavenly riches, including the ability to translate yourself into the invisible and back again. This Self includes the ability to tabernacle with those who have supposedly passed on and also with those who have not yet been born. It includes the ability to be at one with the Consciousness of anyone who has ever manifested, ever will manifest, or is manifesting now.  And this Self is the Self that you have always been; only now you are coming to the place where you will consciously be that infinite Self.
This is the gift that Christ brought to earth: The awareness that each and every one of us really can come out from under the Law of Moses and live by the Grace of God -- our Father, our Creator, our Spirit our Self.
