God Is Spirit
Soul to Soul . . . Spirit to Spirit. . . Greetings

Something that has been rolling around within me, that I have wondered about for some time, comes from the Book of John, out of the story of the woman of Samaria meeting Jesus at the well.  And if we look past the literal translation, we can see plainly that the woman coming to the well and meeting Christ is simply you and I as we go within, in our meditation, to the well of Spirit, and there meet the Christ.  And Christ has something very important to tell us, there, at the edge of the well.

And Christ says, “But the hour cometh and now is, when the true worshipers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth; for the Father is seeking such to worship Him.  God is Spirit, and they that worship Him must worship in spirit and truth.”
It is a simple, two little verses, out of John 4: 23, 24.  “God is Spirit and they that worship Him must worship Him in spirit.”  Now, what does that mean?  Paul tells us that ‘The natural man receiveth not the things of God because they are spiritually discerned.”  And Jesus tells us, “God is a Sprit.”   The Christ of you says God is a Spirit and you must worship God in spirit. What does this mean?
The natural man, the human being; can a human being worship God?  I think we know better than to answer that in the affirmative. We know that a human being can’t pray. So, a human being cannot worship God. What is ‘worship’ anyway?  I looked it up in Strong’s book and in the original Greek, worship meant to adore; to prostrate oneself. So worship in this case, means to surrender your humanhood to that Spirit, or to become an open vessel through which Spirit can function. To worship God is to become a channel, an instrument for Spirit. This you cannot do in or out of your humanhood.  Humanhood must be set aside. You must be dwelling in your Spiritual Consciousness in order to worship Spirit.
Christ tells us God is a Spirit and you must worship God in Spirit. In order to be an instrument, a channel, an opening, you have got to be in Spirit or Spiritual Consciousness. So there is no use praying from a human standpoint, or praying while you are in your humanhood. There is no use trying to worship God in you humanhood. According to Christ, stationed there at the well of your Consciousness, Christ is telling you, you cannot worship God in your humanhood.
If you go to services and sing and pray and clap your hands and what not, it does not worship God. God is a Spirit; and you must be in Spirit in order to worship God, in order to be an instrument for Spirit.  

This is an internal awareness. We are being told, “The hour is come and now is,” right now, the way to experience Spirit is to turn away from your humanhood. Climb up into, or rest back, into Spirit, then you are worshipping Spirit and Spirit can flow through, in, and as you. God is a Spirit and those that worship Spirit must worship in Spirit. Only the Spirit within you, the Spiritual Consciousness of you, can worship Spirit. Only the Spirit can demonstrate Spirit.
We are moving away from a human being seeking God somewhere. We are moving into, living and having the awareness of Spirit as our very own being; Spirit flowing through and as us. That is how we worship and we are told the Father seeketh such.
I believe it was Joel, one time, who said that God is looking for you as hard as you are looking for God; that God requires an opening, a Consciousness through which to express. And so, if we look at it that way, we can understand the Father seeketh such. The Father seeketh one here and one there that is willing to shed the skin of humanhood  and walk into the spiritual Center within them, and there commune with Spirit, capital ‘S’, Spirit. God is a Spirit. Then that Spirit flows through. This is the only way we can worship God, according to the Master. God is a Spirit and those that worship God, must worship Him in Spirit and truth.  

Do we see where we are being told to stop using ways and means which are human in order to try to reach God somewhere? The Christ of our being, sitting at the well of our Consciousness, is telling us the way and the way is spiritual awareness. God is a Spirit and to experience that Spirit, you must be in Spirit or Spiritual Consciousness. Then out of that oneness, Spirit flows.
Oh yes, we see it translated as better harmony appearing out here. But we are at that place now where we are not fooled by that. We are not fooled by the appearance of harmony. We know it is still Spirit, only being interpreted by the mind, the sense mind. But we can climb into that spiritual center, into the Spirit of us, and there when we commune with Spirit we can see and behold spiritual creation and spiritual forms and spiritual being and spiritual life. God is a Spirit and in the Spirit we see, and live and know that Spirit, as a conscious awareness.

If we are ever to know God aright, and “to know God aright is life eternal,” we will have to know, to realize, that we must have the conscious awareness of God as Spirit. Because the Christ tells us that is what God is. “God is a Spirit.” And since you are the offspring of God, and God is Spirit, you must be Spirit. And there must be a way to experience yourself, as Spirit, your spiritual Self.
This, of course, the natural man, the human being cannot do. The body cannot reveal to you Spirit. None of the senses can reveal to you Spirit. The mind, the intellect, cannot reveal to you what you are as Spirit. What then can reveal to you what Spirit is, what you are?
God is Spirit; you are the child of God. Spirit springing forth is what you are. But you must have a conscious awareness, a feel, and a realization of yourself as Spirit. This is the only way you worship God arightly and this according to Christ. So what can reveal to you, what you are as Spirit, what you really are, in your true identity? The body cannot, the mind cannot, and the emotions cannot.  What can reveal to you, what you are as Spirit?
We say to ourselves many times, “I and the Father are one.” But now we understand that the Father is Spirit. So “I and the Spirit are one.” How then do we come into a realization of that? What of us can reveal this? The answer is: Only Spirit can reveal Spirit.  

We really come to the vanishing point, that point at which all of our efforts cease and we entrust our growth, we entrust our inner realization to the Spirit. The Spirit which is what I am. We have been told ‘not by physical might,’ you cannot reach it with your body; ‘nor by mental power,’ you cannot reach it with your mind. You must set them both aside. This is what “Cease ye from man whose breath is in his nostrils” means. Neither one of those will ever reach Spirit, which is what God is -- Spirit.  And so we must set them both aside. This is the vanishing point; the place where we make no effort out of the natural man. No physical effort. We are quiet, we are still. No mental effort; we are not thinking thoughts. We come to the well of our consciousness and we rest there. We are so very still. Spirit can announce Itself.  

“Spirit, reveal Thy Self.  Spirit, reveal Spirit.  What am I?  God is a Spirit and God created, expressed, sprung forth as spiritual creation.  God is a Spirit, I am Spirit.  The hour is come and now is; Spirit reveal Spirit. Reveal Thy Spirit.”
Spirit will reveal what you are as Spirit. Spirit will reveal Spirit as your identity. You will feel a movement, a spiritual movement, not a physical movement, not a mental movement, but the Spirit Itself. And this movement of Spirit is Itself the unfolding of Spirit as the only creation.
“In the beginning, God, Spirit, created the heavens and the earth. And the earth was without form and void, and darkness was upon the face of the deep.” And that is where we find ourselves as we sit here before the throne and ask Spirit to reveal Spirit. We are sitting in the void and darkness is upon the face of the deep. But suddenly, “The Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters, and God said ‘Let there be light’ and there was light.” Spirit within you, your spiritual Essence, the Spirit that God is, moves upon the face of the waters, and says, ‘Let there be Light’ and there is light.
You have the inner realization of what Spirit is. This is the act of creation. Creation is not something that happened several billion years ago. Creation happens now as you sit here before the well of your consciousness, in the void, and Spirit moves, and reveals Itself as that perfect creation.
Everything in that marvelous book called the Bible is an inner experience and creation is no different. If you thought it referred to a creation ‘out there,’ well, that was just part of mortal belief.  Creation is also an internal experience. And so, as you “Wait upon the Lord,” as you consciously trust that Spirit, Spirit reveals its spiritual creation, which you are, as an experience, as a realization. Spirit moves upon the face of the waters. Spirit moves across the well of your consciousness and reveals Itself -- the Only Self.
God is Spirit. You are that Spirit. And the conscious awareness of this is the creation of that perfect creation, that spiritual creation. This is your real inheritance, given to you from your Father.  And it is received here within your Spirit. This communion is received within your Spirit. This is how you worship God.  
That was not in any way what we thought worship was. Now we know, a body cannot worship God, Spirit. A mind cannot worship Spirit. Only as you go within and have this conscious awareness of the invisible Spirit, expressing, forming, fulfilling Itself as your Self, only in this way do you worship God, in Spirit and in Truth. And when Spirit reveals your infinite Spirit, when you have the actual feeling of this, the inner knowing, you are almost home. You are almost awakened.
I am certain that once you have had this experience you will return again and again, within your being, to the well of your consciousness and worship God, in Spirit; until the body, the belief of a material body, begins to dissolve. And the belief in a separate mind, a human mind, will begin to dissolve. This is how it dissolves, in Spirit. When the Spirit of the Lord speaks, it melts the earth, it melts materiality, it melts humanhood, and it melts intellect, that is, the mental concepts. This is a spiritual experience. You don’t have to go to a temple or to a mountain or to a seaside. You have to let go of a body and let go of mind and “Turn ye, and live.” Come here again and again and again, in your inner temple, in your Spirit, and commune with God, Spirit -- that Oneness, Spirit to Spirit, will be in you “A wellspring of water springing up into life everlasting;” life that does not and can not die; life that cannot ever again be born. Experience within yourself this spiritual creation; a now creation. And let “The world roll up like a scroll.” 

 God is a Spirit and those that worship Him must worship Him in Spirit. The inner communion will lead you to the very heart of creation. It will lead you to Oneness, Spirit. It will show you what you are as that Spirit. And you shall be changed, “In an instant, in the twinkling of an eye, we shall all be changed.” Can you feel it?  I feel it.  I know you do, for we are one in this meditation; “In the twinkling of an eye.” “And the dead shall come out of the graves,” and experience themselves as this Spirit.
Do we see now what it means to worship God in Spirit?  I tell you, you shall see miracles as you’ve never seen them before, if you will fulfill the condition and worship God in Spirit. Spirit will reveal what you are as Spirit. It will reveal to you your own immortality.
You know a human being does not live forever, no matter what you do. Ah, but Spirit, Spirit is immortal. Spirit will reveal to you, your infinite spiritual Self. Spirit will reveal your own Omnipresence, as an experience, as an awareness, as an awakening. You will awaken to your everywhere Self. And as these internal revelations come to you, as they did to John, you will begin to have some rather strange experiences. You will begin to have experiences that you cannot talk about because no human beings could understand; because Spirit is not something that can be understood.  Spirit is to be realized, experienced. And so you learn to keep these things secret and sacred.
This is not a game. This is Truth. Spirit will reveal to you that you do not exist in time or space. Because when you have been drawn up into your Spiritual Identity, you will be able to see before the beginning of this world and after the end, at the same moment. It is your Spirit that says, “Before Abraham was, I am.”  Note, it does not say, I was. And this too, is an experience. Spirit will reveal to you the spiritual creation in which Spirit is your supply. And whatsoever things you have need of will appear, with no effort on your part. And this too is an experience. 

We are in the experience known as communion. Only communion is the true worship of God.  God is Spirit and you must worship God in Spirit. Spirit will reveal to you that there is no ‘second creation’.  There is only spiritual creation, and this too is an experience. Do we see how we take two verses out of scripture and shine the light of the Spirit on them and the entire Infinite Spiritual Creation is revealed right here in our very midst? When we live in Spirit, Spirit reveals infinity, in every leaf, in every verse, in every atom.  
God is a Spirit and those that worship Him must worship Him in Spirit. You know what you must do. You must come here often. And whenever you feel yourself drifting back down into humanhood, do what the Master says, and come back here and worship God in Spirit and see the spiritual creation up here before your very eyes.
This is where Grace is. We are not living by might nor by power, but by the Grace of Spirit, by a Spiritual Grace. This is where “I” am; that Spirit which is you. This is where God is, that Spirit which is your Spirit, which is One Spirit.
And now you know the secret of secrets. Spirit is what I am. Spirit moved over the face of the waters and behold there was Light. You are that light! And this is an experience.
Spirit is what you are. And so it is. And it is so.
