The "click"

For more years than I care to tell, I did not understand what in the world Joel meant by "click." What the heck is a click anyway?  :-)

So I went back within over and over until I could discover what that was.

Finally, after many years I discovered what that is. For me it is a "Release".

You see, whatever problem is presenting itself to my consciousness, I have it in my
consciousness and it is me that has it. My neighbor is unaware of the problem, 
my associates do not have it, the man or woman down the road is totally unaware
of the problem I am wrestling with, because it is in "my consciousness" not theirs.
I have the "hot potato."

Therefore, it is somewhere in my consciousness that I must become free, or I must
experience a Release that sets me free, like Jacob wrestling with the angel, I must find
a way in my meditation to experience this wonderful Release.

Now, I must understand first, that there is no problem "out there" or as Joel puts it,
"No Illusion is ever externalized." With that as a deep understanding, I will be convinced
that it is an "internal" deceptive state of thought that I must be freed from.

Therefore, I turn within and recognize that this picture, this appearance is a false concept
in the mind and not outside of it. And a concept is only a mental image with no law, no source, no power, no Spirit to support it. So my answer does not lay in doing something about it. My answer begins when I stop trying to do anything at all about that concept other than realize I can stop fighting a mental image in thought.

Next, I drop that concept, drop it completely and turn within to My Spirit. You see it is not any truth I know that sets me free; it is the Truth I RECEIVE from within that sets me free, or brings the Release or melts the mental image. So I must relax back into Spirit and remain receptive in order to receive an impartation from within Consciousness.

So there I sit, quietly, peacefully and wait upon the Lord.

At that point I usually 'feel' Spirit, or the movement of Spirit, or the quickening, or receive an impression, or a truth just floats up, BUT WITH IT COMES A RELEASE, 
and I know, I just know that I am free because I feel that inner release.

This may be enough and I may find that when I open my eyes, within minutes, or days, 
the problem dissolves and evaporates from my life. I do not know how, I just know it
disappears or is met in some way that seems normal and natural, without any pushing
on my part, it just happens.

If it is not met and the problem comes back to my consciousness
and I find myself struggling again; if that happens, I need to meditate again, 
again waiting for an Impartation that will release me and set me free. Eventually, it will no longer return, because it has been met in Consciousness and dissolved.

This is the inner click or spiritual release that sets me free, this is the voice that when uttered melts the earth of error. This is not a physical experience, nor a mental experience; this is a transcendental experience that takes place in the Soul.
