Come Out of the Tomb of Mortality
Good morning.  First I wish to express my deepest gratitude for the outpouring of love that you sent in my direction this week, for your gifts of love both tangible and intangible.  You have brought it to my attention again that God is Omnipresent and flows to one from all over the universe.  And so thank you so much.

This week it has been brought to my attention that some of us; well it is just really easy to drift into the belief that this world out here is an illusion.  It is the nature of the mind to always look outside and identify something other than itself as the problem.  That is the nature of thoughts about the world or world thought and so it is natural that the natural man would start thinking that this world out here is an illusion and it seems that we have to hear something different than that several times before it really sinks in.  Because you see this world is not an illusion.  This world is real.  It is the creation of God, it is permanent, it is eternal, it is immortal, it is divine, it is perfect and it is spiritual.  There is one infinite, eternal, spiritual creation which is this world.

But how can we say that when we see man’s inhumanity to man, when we see muggings and murder and rape and arson; when we see earthquakes and tidal waves and storms, wind storms, volcanoes, hurricanes.  How can we say that when we see disease?  We see cancer, we see heart attacks.  How can we say that when we see deformity, when we see lack and limitation, poverty, people unable to buy more than a box of macaroni and cheese?  How can we possibly say this world is the spiritual perfect creation?  
This is where the difficulty comes in and make no mistake about it; it is very difficult to see the truth.  In fact, I would say that no one is able to see it without the grace of God because the truth is so shocking that the human mind cannot accept it.
The answer to this dilemma is that the illusion is never, ever external.  The illusion is in the mind that is looking out here at the world.  As has been stated in the writings, it is a deceptive state of thought, no different than the insane person who lives in a delusional world.  We have all seen the movies and the examples where people believe that they are Napoleon; people believe they are Jesus or Caesar and they lock them up.  They feel that maybe they are unsafe for themselves or perhaps the people around them.  These people we recognize and are willing to recognize, have a delusion in the mind or an illusory world they are living in, in the mind.

And now know the truth.  If you live in a world where it’s dog eat dog and survival of the fittest; where there is lack and limitation and disease; where there is injustice and inequalities, where there is good as well as evil, this illusion, this illusory world is in your mind and no place else.
We look out at the perfect spiritual creation through a mind that is seeing good and evil.  So this perfect spiritual creation is never seen or felt or known.  We can live an entire lifetime, actually eons of time, never knowing that we are standing in the kingdom of heaven.  The mind does not want to see this because when you really see this, when the grace of God comes to you and awakens you, then you will know that the mind, your human mind, is the problem; is the illusion.  Then you will come to see that you must die to all that is in that mind.  Furthermore, you will come to see that that mind, the thoughts in your human mind are world thoughts.  They are world mind, carnal mind.
No, there is no illusion ever externalized, of that you can be sure.  So then we start asking ourselves some pretty serious questions.  We realize, “My gosh, I’ve been living by this mind.  I’ve been that natural man living by the human mind and all this time it has been world mind, it’s been world thoughts or thoughts about a world that has no external existence.  My God, I have been totally asleep to this kingdom in which I dwell.”  And then you start to wonder, how can I awaken out of the walking dead?  Because if you are dead to the kingdom you are dead to life.  How can I step out of this mind?  How can I transcend and come up over this mind?  How can I step out of it so that I may see the world of God’s creation?
You start to suspect that this false mind has been pulling the strings and running you like a marionette, like a puppet; pulling your strings and you obey.  And here comes one, Christ Jesus, and says unto you “Awake thou that sleepest.  Come out of the grave.  Let the dead bury the dead.  Follow me up out of the grave.  Come out of the tomb of a mortal life, of a good and evil creation, of a good and evil world.”  And you hear the call; you feel it somewhere inside of you.  But how?  How do I come up over that mind? Every time I turn around I’m back in it, like gravity, it pulls me back in.
And so you discover that there is a path that can lead you out of this mind.  We should no longer really say ‘this world’; we should say ‘this mind’.   That is really what Christ Jesus meant.  In this delusional world you have invented, you will always have problems, but be happy because I have overcome that mind.  I have come out of that mind.  There is another mind, the mind which was in Christ Jesus.  ‘My thoughts are not your thoughts’ saith the Lord.  Therefore, God’s thoughts, which reveal the finished kingdom, never take place in the human mind.  To hear God’s thoughts, it is necessary to come into that other mind.

So we struggle with this; we wrestle with it and we forget about it for weeks or months at a time.  Then we are reading or we are listening to a talk or we are just driving our car, moving through our day and it comes back to us, sometimes with great force:  “Hey, you’re still in the dream.”  Something happens to awaken us momentarily and we make the discovery that there is not going to be anyone that is going to come along and awaken us.  We make the discovery that there is a path out of that delusional world in the mind and into the kingdom or the awareness of the kingdom.
You see by now we know that we are not going anywhere.  We are not going to lose this body at the end of our span here on earth and move out of this form and into the kingdom of heaven.  By now, we must surely suspect that it is going to be a transformation within; it’s going to be a transition, a stepping out of the world mind, the thoughts about a world and into the Christ mind or God Consciousness.  This all takes place within.

So we come back to the search, perhaps a little more diligently, and ask, “What really needs to happen?”   And we discover that really there are only two fundamentals.  One is the practicing of the Presence which really means remembering several times throughout the day and night, omnipresence, omniscience and omnipotence; remembering that wherever I am, God is.  That is preparation.  That in itself and by itself will not awaken you to the finished kingdom.  But we practice the Presence, we read the letter of truth, we hear the letter of truth and we are told repeatedly we must add the next step which is meditation because here in meditation we will have the experience of coming up over that human mind with world thoughts.  Here in meditation we have the experience of God Consciousness, of the mind that was in Christ Jesus which reveals the finished kingdom.

Sometimes when we set out on this journey, at this point in our spiritual progress, we have experiences—sometimes very great ones—in which we are given a glimpse of that kingdom within and without, surrounding us and flowing through us, everywhere present and they are fabulous experiences.  For several days and even weeks, we are floating through life and yet it disappears, it dissipates and we find ourselves back in ordinary, everyday human thinking which means, back into being a puppet for world mind.

And we do not understand this.  This is very disconcerting.  “I thought I had it and now here I am back here again.”  So we go along and we read a little more and we practice meditation a little more and one day it dawns on us,  “Oh my God!  That human mind, that world thought, thoughts about a world, has also produced and is producing thoughts about a self, a human self.  This person I see as me, this person that is so many feet tall; so many pounds; this person that is this old; this person that is this sex; this person that is in this relationship; this person that has this career; this person that has these beliefs and convictions; this person that is trying to find God; and suddenly we are shocked into standing still when we realize at depth that this delusional mind has created a person that is not here.  And “Oh, my God!  I don’t exist.  Not this person.  And the entire history I thought I had was manufactured; it never happened.”  

When this experience comes it is quite shocking because there is no one home; there is no one here and yet, someone is here, someone is having this realization that this person is not here.  There is awareness here, there’s a consciousness here.  Perhaps we understand the title of that book now, ‘Consciousness Is What I Am’, and this I say in just a few minutes and yet I am describing several years on this path to get to this point.  And now we feel perhaps like the hole in the doughnut.  We start asking ourselves very seriously, who am I?  What am I?  We go into meditation with a different motivation.  We are no longer interested in adding supply to that delusional, personal sense of self.  We are no longer interested in healing it or companioning it or supplying it.  We realize now, ‘he who loses his life shall find it.’  ‘He who loses his life shall find eternal life’ means we honestly do have to lose that personal sense of life—all of it—in order to awaken to something that is eternal of which we may not even yet be aware.

Now we become somewhat silent as we realize the depth of commitment to walk this spiritual path.  Now we realize that we don’t want to add to a delusional sense of life; we want to come up out of it.  We want to awaken; we want to sell all that we have to find this temple not made with hands.  Probably by now we have had several spiritual experiences and in our meditations we have felt a Presence overshadowing us.  We have felt something called ‘My Peace.’  Perhaps we have received impartations from a Source deep within us.  
One day in our meditation as we contemplate these things, very quietly, way down deep there is a feeling, a sensing, and maybe even the words, “I am the life.  I am that I am.”  And we are startled and our eyes pop open.  “What?”  “Yes, I am that very I am.”  Well we have no way of defining it.  We can’t even talk about it; it is a feeling, no more than that, just a quick glimpse; there is another Self.  There is another Self and I am that.  We cannot talk to anyone about this.  If we have a teacher, yes we can tell the teacher but anyone else would not understand it and we know this.  We can’t go out on the street and say, “You know, I have discovered I am that”, and there is no desire to do that because it is too earth shattering.  We don’t even understand it yet ourselves.  

So now we are a peculiar person.  We really don’t have too much to say.  We know; we suspect that there is another Self with another Mind.  “Could it be?  Could it be this Self has another body?”  Someday you are sitting in meditation and become aware as an actual awareness, Omnipresence is what I am.  And my God!  I am everywhere.  This inner I, this true identity, this temple not made with hands, this temple not made with the human mind.  You see the human mind made a temple with hands, a personal self that lives so many years and then passes away.  But God, God Itself made a temple not made with hands which is eternal in the heavens.  This is your Body.  This is your Self.  This is the offspring of God made in God’s image and likeness.  And it exists, it is real.  It is not a someday experience.  It’s the only Self that exists.  
So we have another Self with another Body and another Mind and into this mind, by now we have learned to set aside any human mind in our meditations and often while we are walking around we have learned to come out of that mind, that false mind.   So now we receive impartations throughout our days and nights as Gods thoughts are our thoughts.  They are being imparted to the Son.  God’s thoughts are always imparted to the Son.  They are never imparted to the human mind.  But now as we walk in freedom from that human mind, we continue to receive impartations which take us deeper and deeper within.  We are dying to an illusion, a delusion called world thoughts or world mind or the human mind.  More and more we are resting back watching God’s Son, Christ, live Itself.  We are coming into the conscious awareness of our infinite spiritual Body, of our omniscient spiritual Mind, of Christ, the one and only invisible power, functioning Itself everywhere.  We are living in a different realm.  We are living in the kingdom of God, that is the realm where God is and where God imparts Itself to us, through us and as us.
Yes we begin to understand quite clearly those statements of Paul and we know that we are being transformed by having a new mind; the mind that was in Christ Jesus is now your Christ mind.  We understand that we are putting off mortality and putting on immortality.  We understand now why the human mind had such a difficult time realizing that there is never any illusion externalized.   Because, you see, the human mind was pointing your direction elsewhere so that you would not come to see that the human mind itself, when this principle is understood, begins to die.  So we understand that this is the death of the human mind with its personal delusional self, with its ‘this world’ of good and evil, with its illusions of death and lack and limitation and suffering and pain and it’s beliefs in good matter and good goals and good weather and good homes and good automobiles.  Yes we have found the mysticism; we have found the mystical way of life.

We are coming out of the tomb of mortality and we are discovering I am the resurrection, the I; the true Self is the resurrection unto our experience.

We are beginning to have inner experiences that we can really speak about to no one.  First, they would not understand because we cannot speak to a human mind about another Self, another Mind, and another Body.  And second, because these inner experiences are so deep and so earth-shattering that sometimes we feel as if we cannot even take it in ourselves and yet that is perhaps only remnants of the human mind not wanting to die completely.  And at that point grace steps in and helps us up even higher.
Yes, we were told it is not easy to stop seeing human beings.  But even harder than that, it is not easy to stop seeing a personal me and yet this is the path to Christhood.  Will you walk it or turn away?  

In the book, “A Parenthesis in Eternity”, in the chapter, “The Meaning of Initiation”, we are told in this point in our journey, sometimes students cannot take aloneness and so at this point they turn back and willingly accept the delusional state of mind.

Please don’t turn back.  This is the point that really separates the spiritual Son of God from the children playing with toys.  So your initiation will bring you through this period of aloneness and you will discover that in Omnipresence and Omniscience and Omnipotence you can never be alone.  Always, your oneness with God constitutes your oneness with all spiritual being and idea and always this one spiritual being will appear to you in infinite forms and variety, if you’ll pass through this initiation and not run back as Lot’s wife did to that good old state of mind, the delusional world.

After this point you will understand clearly Paul’s statement, “I live, yet there is no I here, Christ liveth Itself.”  And God flowing as the Christ of you will have a work to do and It will perform that which is appointed, It will perform that which It appoints and you will discover the reason you are appearing here and now; the reason for your coming here and manifesting at this time and in this place.  In this way the Father’s Will will manifest as you and through you, for the Father’s Will has ordained us from the beginning.

You will discover that the Father Itself has brought this to pass.  You will discover that there is no place where the Father leaves off and you begin for the Father and you are one; one Will manifesting Itself.  And you will know, ‘He that seeth me seeth the Father for I and my Father are one and the Father doeth Its works.’
This is a conscious awareness, a real experience, an inner experience outside of the mind.

You see, you have not chosen me, I have chosen you and I will not let thee fail.  I will uphold you with the right hand of My righteousness.  I will never fail thee.  I have come to live My life and live it abundantly.  
So you will awaken.  You will be aware that you dwell in the secret kingdom, here and now and that the Father’s Will has ordained that you manifest and that It’s Will move        through you to awaken others to this kingdom.  And all of this will take place right where you are and right now.  

You will be living in the conscious awareness of eternity.  You will have stepped out of the human belief in time.  You will be living Omnipresence.  You will have stepped out of the human belief in space.  You will be living as the immortal one that God manifested in the beginning before the world was.  

Blessings to you who make the commitment, who walk fearlessly ahead, who dare to die in order to awaken to your own very real eternal Self.
